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NEW YORK CITY (Observer
Update) - June marks the
beginnings of the Gay move-
ment.  The exact date is
etched in our history. June
27, 1969.  It was the day
Gays realized they had
power and no longer had to
take  harassment. It was the
day of the Stonewall riots in
New York’s Greenwich Vil-
lage, 365Gay.com reported.
But, Stonewall was not an
isolated moment.

It was the sixties,
when all minorities were
exerting their claims to lib-
eration.  The black move-
ment.  The women’s move-
ment. The anti-war move-
ment.  It is impossible to look
at any of them as single
events.

Frank Kameny
coined the slogan “Gay is
Good” in 1968 in clear
imitation of “Black is Beauti-
ful.” Whatever else “Black is
Beautiful” meant, it meant
that equality should not de-
pend on becoming identical
to the dominant majority.

On Friday, June 27, 1969, eight officers from the public
morals section of the first division New York City Police
Department pulled up in front of the Stonewall Inn, one of the city’s
largest and most popular Gay bars. Inside, dozens of Gays were
mourning the death of Judy Garland who was buried the day
before.

At the time, the vice squad routinely raided Gay bars.
Patrons always complied with the police, frightened by the
prospect of being identified in the newspaper. But this particular
Friday night at the Stonewall Inn was different. It sparked a
revolution, and a hidden subculture was transformed into a

beating like the wings of a hummingbird. She was angry. She was so upset she hadn’t
bothered to shave. A day old stubble was beginning to push through the pancake
makeup. She was a he. A queen of Christopher Street.

Last weekend the queens had turned commandos and stood bra strap to
bra strap against an invasion of the helmeted Tactical Patrol Force. The elite police
squad had shut down one of their private Gay clubs, the Stonewall Inn at 57
Christopher St., in the heart of a three-block homosexual community in Greenwich
Village. Queen Power reared its bleached blonde head in revolt. New York City
experienced its first homosexual riot. “We may have lost the battle, sweets, but the
war is far from over,” lisped an unofficial lady-in-waiting from the court of the Queens.

“We’ve had all we can take from the Gestapo,” the spokesman, or
spokeswoman, continued. “We’re putting our foot down once and for all.” The foot
wore a spiked heel. According to reports, the Stonewall Inn, a two-story structure with
a sand painted brick and opaque glass facade, was a mecca for the homosexual
element in the village who wanted nothing but a private little place where they could
congregate, drink, dance and do whatever little girls do when they get together.

The thick glass shut out the outside world of the street. Inside, the Stonewall
bathed in wild, bright psychedelic lights, while the patrons writhed to the sounds of a
juke box on a square dance floor surrounded by booths and tables. The bar did a
good business and the waiters, or waitresses, were always kept busy, as they

vibrant political movement. What began with a drag queen clobbering her arresting
officer soon escalated into a full-fledged riot, and modern Gay activism was born.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Statistics collected by the
Servicemembers Legal Defense Net-
work suggest that the military may be
targeting Lesbians more than Gay men
under “Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell,” (DADT)
reported 365Gay.com.

Women make up 14 percent of
the Army and 20 percent of the Air Force,
but the figures collected by SLDN under
the Freedom of Information Act show that
46 percent of those discharged under
the ban on Gays serving openly in the
military were from the the Army and 49
percent were women.

“Women make up fifteen per-
cent of the armed forces, so to find they
represent nearly fifty percent of Army
and Air Force discharges under ‘Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell” is shocking,” said SLDN
executive director Aubrey Sarvis. “‘Don’t
Ask, Don’t Tell’ is often used as a
weapon of vengeance against service

members.  Women in particular have
been caught in the crosshairs of this
counterproductive law.”

The total number of men and
women discharged from the military
under the policy rose last year to 627 - up
from 612 the year before but still about 50
percent lower than before the war in Iraq
began. Nevertheless, SLDN says, many
of those being discharged have special
skills the military says are necessary in
the war against terror.

Under DADT two people every
day are dropped from the military for
being Gay. In the 10 years that DADT
has been in force more than 10,000
personnel have been discharged as a
result of the policy, including 800 with
skills deemed ‘mission critical,’ such as
pilots, combat engineers, and linguists.
The number of Gay men and Lesbians
turned way by military recruiters is
unknown.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - The Social Security Administra-
tion must recognize the children of
same-sex couples, the Department of
Justice determined Tuesday, (June
17), 365Gay.com reported.

The federal Defense of Mar-
riage Act prevents Washington from
recognizing or providing benefits to
same-sex couples, but it does not
explicitly address the benefits of
children of such couples.

“Although DOMA limits the
definition of ‘marriage’ and ‘spouse’
for purposes of federal law, the Social
Security Act does not condition eligi-
bility for [benefits] on the existence of a
marriage or on the federal rights of a
spouse in the circumstances of this

case; rather, eligibility turns upon the
State’s recognition of a parent-child
relationship, and specifically, the right
to inherit as a child under state law,”
stated the legal opinion prepared by
Steven Engel, deputy assistant attor-
ney general for the Justice
Department’s Office of Legal Counsel.

The opinion was delivered
after a child of a Lesbian couple who
had a civil union in Vermont attempted
to receive Social Security benefits.

The child’s nonbiological par-
ent began collecting her Social Secu-
rity benefits in 2005, the year the child
was born, and under Social Security
law the minor children of adults who
receive disability benefits can also
claim benefits.
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MEMPHIS, Tennessee (Observer Up-
date) -  The Human Rights Campaign
(HRC) has  called for a criminal
investigation into the case of police
brutality against a Transgender woman.
A newly released video shows a police
officer brutalizing Duanna Johnson while
she was being held in the Shelby County
Criminal Justice Center. Johnson is a
transgender woman and had been
arrested on a charge of prostitution.

“This type of profound violence
is the exact thing that police officers are
supposed to protect people from,” said
HRC president Joe Solmonese in a
press release. “HRC is calling for a full
criminal investigation and prosecution to
the fullest extent of the law.” Surveillance
video of the incident shows an unidenti-
fied officer hitting Johnson several times
with handcuffs wrapped around his

knuckles, as another officer holds
Johnson’s shoulders as she tries to
protect herself.

After being struck repeatedly,
Johnson rose to protect herself and was
maced in response.  Johnson claims the
officers reportedly called her a “faggot”
and “he-she,” according to an interview
she gave to Memphis’s WMC TV.

FLAGSTAFF (Observer Update) - Four
men have been arrested in connection
with an apparent anti-Gay attack early
Sunday (June 22) in Flagstaff, sending
two victims to the hospital, the Arizona
Republic reported on advocate.com.

The victims were in a crowd
waiting for cabs on a street corner after
the weekend’s Pride in the Pines
celebrations when a group of men
shouting anti-Gay slurs attacked about
2:45 a.m. The most severely injured
man, Michael Brown, was knocked
unconscious when a punch from an
attacker sent him to the pavement, said
Sam Holdren, public affairs director of
Equality Arizona and Brown’s good
friend. Holdren said he did not witness
the attack, but was close by. Brown, who
sustained a deep facial cut, was
hospitalized overnight for observation
and released Monday morning (June
23), Holdren told Gay.com.

Other Equality Arizona staff and
volunteers saw the attack and helped
police identify suspects, who had
emerged from a nearby restaurant,
Holdren said. Several other Pride-
goers were punched and shoved, he
said. Police found and arrested four men
in the area on charges including assault,
aggravated assault and disorderly
conduct. They also could be charged
with hate crimes, police told the Repub-
lic. The suspects are Travis Reiner, 24,
of Flagstaff; Christopher Rose, 26, of
Englewood, Colo.; Michael Van Roteyn,
24, of Flagstaff; and Mark Greinke, 25, of
Sun City, the Republic reported.

Barbara McCullough-Jones,
Equality Arizona’s executive director,
issued the following statement Monday
(June 23):  “The news of this attack is
deeply disturbing. On a day when all of
Flagstaff should have been celebrating
and embracing diversity, this brutal
attack has reminded us all that there is
still much work to be done to prevent
anti-Gay bias from escalating into
violence.”

PHOENIX (Observer Update) - In Phoe-
nix, a new registration and voting effort
has been launched by the LGBT
Community in Phoenix and the Valley

called “Out the Vote.”

Organizers of the group hope to
boost voter turnout among the commu-
nity during a critical election year when all
90 seats in the state Legislature, several
Congressional seats and the White
House will be up for grabs.

The nonpartisan group by the
same name - conceived last month
during a brainstorming session of about
40 gay community leaders - has been
targeting bars, churches and other
gathering places to register members of
the LGBT Community.

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Continued from Page OneContinued from Page OneContinued from Page OneContinued from Page OneContinued from Page One
snaked their way around the dancing
customers to the booths and tables. For
nearly two years, peace and tranquility
reigned supreme for the Alice in
Wonderland clientele.

Last Friday the privacy of the
Stonewall was invaded by police from
the First Division. It was a raid. They had
a warrant. After two years, police said
they had been informed that liquor was
being served on the premises. Since the
Stonewall was without a license, the
place was being closed. It was the law.
All hell broke loose when the police
entered the Stonewall. The girls instinc-
tively reached for each other. Others
stood frozen, locked in an embrace of
fear.

Only a handful of police were on
hand for the initial landing in the
homosexual beachhead. They ushered
the patrons out onto Christopher Street,
just off Sheridan Square. A crowd had
formed in front of the Stonewall and the
customers were greeted with cheers of
encouragement from the gallery.

The whole proceeding took on
the aura of a homosexual Academy
Awards Night. The Queens pranced out
to the street blowing kisses and waving
to the crowd. A beauty of a specimen
named Stella wailed uncontrollably
while being led to the sidewalk in front of
the Stonewall by a cop. She later
confessed that she didn’t protest the
manhandling by the officer, it was just
that her hair was in curlers and she was
afraid her new beau might be in the
crowd and spot her. She didn’t want him
to see her this way, she wept.
Queen Power

The crowd began to get out of
hand, eye witnesses said. Then, without
warning, Queen Power exploded with all
the fury of a Gay atomic bomb. Queens,
princesses and ladies-in-waiting began
hurling anything they could get their
polished, manicured fingernails on.
Bobby pins, compacts, curlers, lipstick
tubes and other femme fatale missiles
were flying in the direction of the cops.
The war was on. The lilies of the valley
had become carnivorous jungle plants.

Urged on by cries of “C’mon
girls, lets go get’em,” the defenders of
Stonewall launched an attack. The cops
called for assistance. To the rescue
came the Tactical Patrol Force.

Flushed with the excitement of
battle, a fellow called Gloria pranced
around like Wonder Woman, while
several Florence Nightingales adminis-
tered first aid to the fallen warriors. There
were some assorted scratches and
bruises, but nothing serious was suf-

fered by the honeys turned Madwoman
of Chaillot.

Official reports listed four injured
policemen with 13 arrests. The War of
the Roses lasted about 2 hours from
about midnight to 2 a.m. There was a
return bout Wednesday night.

Two veterans recently recalled
the battle and issued a warning to the
cops. “If they close up all the Gay joints in
this area, there is going to be all out war.”

Both said they were refugees
from Indiana and had come to New York
where they could live together happily
ever after. They were in their early 20’s.
They preferred to be called by their
married names, Bruce and Nan.  “I don’t
like your paper,” Nan lisped matter-of-
factly. “It’s anti-fag and pro-cop.”

“I’ll bet you didn’t see what they
did to the Stonewall. Did the pigs tell you
that they smashed everything in sight?
Did you ask them why they stole money
out of the cash register and then
smashed it with a sledge hammer? Did
you ask them why it took them two years
to discover that the Stonewall didn’t
have a liquor license.”

Bruce nodded in agreement
and reached over for Nan’s trembling
hands.  “Calm down, doll,” he said. “Your
face is getting all flushed.”  Nan wiped
her face with a tissue.  “This would have
to happen right before the wedding. The
reception was going to be held at the
Stonewall, too,” Nan said, tossing her
ashen-tinted hair over her shoulder.
“What wedding?,” the bystander asked.
Nan frowned with a how-could-anybody-
be-so-stupid look. “Eric and Jack’s
wedding, of course. They’re finally tieing
the knot. I thought they’d never get
together.”

“We’ll have to find another
place, that’s all there is to it,” Bruce
sighed. “But every time we start a place,
the cops break it up sooner or later.”

“They let us operate just as long
as the payoff is regular,” Nan said
bitterly. “I believe they closed up the
Stonewall because there was some
trouble with the payoff to the cops. I think
that’s the real reason. It’s a shame. It was
such a lovely place. We never bothered
anybody. Why couldn’t they leave us
alone?”

Shirley Evans, a neighbor with
two children, agrees that the Stonewall
was not a rowdy place and the persons
who frequented the club were never
troublesome. She lives at 45 Christopher
St.  “Up until the night of the police raid
there was never any trouble there,” she
said. “The homosexuals minded their

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Network S pending About ‘T wo
Minutes’   On Iraq  War Coverage

Per  Week
NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
The New York Times had an article on
the dwindling amount of time US news
networks are spending on Iraq and
Afghanistan:

According to data compiled
by Andrew Tyndall, a television con-
sultant who monitors the three network
evening newscasts, coverage of Iraq
has been “massively scaled back this
year.” Almost halfway into 2008, the
three newscasts have shown 181
weekday minutes of Iraq coverage,
compared with 1,157 minutes for all of
2007. The “CBS Evening News” has
devoted the fewest minutes to Iraq, 51,
versus 55 minutes on ABC’s “World
News” and 74 minutes on “NBC Nightly
News.” (The average evening news-

cast is 22 minutes long.)

A post on the blog, Obsidian
Wings, points out that Tyndall’s
numbers mean Americans are get-
ting about “two minutes of Iraq
coverage, per network, per week.”

Obsidian wrote, “And we
ought to care. We are responsible for
the present state of Iraq, and we
ought to care what happens there.
Besides, we have men and women
risking their lives in Iraq. We owe both
Iraqis and our troops more than 181
weekday minutes, for all three net-
works. That’s about two minutes of
Iraq coverage, per network, per
week. And that’s far too little.

The World Is An Unkind Place For

 Gay And Lesbian Refugees

NEW YORK CITY - Just two years ago,
Arash and Javad (not their real names),
two young Iranian men were building
their future together. Arash was pursuing
a successful career in Iran’s financial
sector and Javad was a university
student in Tehran. Now the men live in
abject poverty in a remote area of
Turkey. They have no income and are
frequently forced to scavenge for food in
their neighbors’ trashcans. Javad, a
diabetic, needs regular monitoring and
medication, which he cannot afford. His
health has deteriorated to the point
where he regularly suffers diabetic
comas.

How did two young, upwardly
mobile Iranians end up in such dire
circumstances? The answer to this
question is simple. Arash and Javad are
Gay men forced to flee their country as
refugees. According to the Iranian penal
code, homosexual conduct is a crime
that is punishable by death.

Arash and Javad met in 2005
and conducted their relationship in
secrecy for over a year. But late in 2006,
Javad’s father caught them in an intimate
act. Incensed at being dishonored, the
ultra-religious man locked his son and
his partner in the bedroom and rushed to
the kitchen to get a knife, intending to kill
them on the spot. Arash and Javad
managed to escape through a window
but knew that if they stayed in Iran either
the mob or the morality police would
soon catch up with them. Left with no
choice, they fled to neighboring Turkey
and applied for refugee status.

According to UN statistics, there
are currently over 21,000 refugees in
Turkey, 2,500 of whom are from Iran.
Turkey is the preferred destination for
many Iranian refugees because they do
not have to get entry visas. However,
once Gay refugees arrive in Turkey, the
situation is bleak. Due to the volume of
applications, it normally takes up to two
years for them to be reassigned to a
country willing to accept them. During the
transitional period, Gay refugees are
only allowed to live in small towns,
without the right to work or pursue
education. While the UN Refugee
Agency may provide some financial
aid, the amount is nominal and before
they are eligible they must be recog-
nized as “genuine” refugees. This is a
process with results that are not guaran-
teed.

Arash and Javad have been

interviewed twice by the UN Refugee
Agency since their arrival in Turkey in
December 2006. So far they have not
been recognized as refugees, and
therefore they are not eligible for any
financial or medical aid.

This can lead to destitution for
Gay refugees, like Arash and Javad,
who are forced to leave their country to
escape persecution and death. Unlike
other refugees, who travel in groups
and enjoy various degrees of support
from their family, church, or party
members, Gay and Lesbian refugees
are often disowned by their family
members, have no support network,
and in most cases do not have enough
resources to survive the resettlement
process.

The situation of Gay refugees
is complicated because the Turkish
public and law enforcement agents are
very hostile to sexual minorities, de-
spite the fact that homosexuality is not a
crime in Turkey. In recent years, many
Gay and Lesbian refugees have been
subject to verbal and physical attacks.
As a consequence, they are often
forced to remain indoors during the
day for their own safety, and venture
outside only at night, under cover of
dark, when they are less likely to be
recognized as foreign and can more
readily hide their sexual orientation.

Tragically, there is no organi-
zation that attends to the needs of Gay
and Lesbian refugees worldwide. The
International Gay and Lesbian Human
Rights Commission, along with a few
human rights and resettlement agen-
cies, tries to respond to the refugee
crisis but the overwhelming volume of
cases makes it impossible to do
without large-scale intervention. The
US government currently spends hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars to
resettle religious and ethnic minorities
who are persecuted in their home
countries. Isn’t it time for our govern-
ment to show some interest in protect-
ing this vulnerable population, too?

Being a
private club, plain clothesmen were
refused entrance to the inside when they
periodically tried to check the place.
“They had the tightest security in the
Village,” a First Division officer said, “We
could never get near the place without a
warrant.”

The men of the First Division
were unable to find any humor in the
situation, despite the comical overtones
of the raid.

“They were throwing more than
lace hankies,” one inspector said. “I was
almost decapitated by a slab of thick
glass. It was thrown like a discus and just
missed my throat by inches.

Police also believe the club
was operated by Mafia connected
owners. The police did confiscate the
Stonewall’s cash register as proceeds
from an illegal operation.

The warrant was
served and the establishment closed on
the grounds it was an illegal member-
ship club with no license, and no license
to serve liquor.

LONDON (Observer Update) - Doctors
have long suspected that people with
herpes are more likely to catch HIV. So
they thought that by treating herpes, they
could also cut a person’s HIV risk. But a
new study that tested this strategy found
the assumption may have been wrong.

“It’s a significant, disappointing
finding,” Francis Ndowa, coordinator of
the sexually transmitted infections con-
trol team at the World Health Organiza-
tion, said in an interview. Ndowa was not
connected to the research, published in
the medical journal The Lancet.

The finding may spark a re-
thinking of HIV prevention strategies in
Africa, where controlling sexually trans-
mitted diseases such as herpes is
usually part of general AIDS prevention
plans. Researchers tracked more than
3,000 men and women infected with
herpes in Africa, Peru and the United
States. Roughly half were treated with
aciclovir, an antiviral that stops herpes
ulcers.

After a year and a half, the
scientists found that 75 people out of the
1,581 who had been receiving aciclovir
were later infected with HIV. Of the 1,591
people who received placebo pills, 64
contracted HIV. In the trial, researchers
chose participants who had herpes and
who faced similar risks of getting AIDS.
The study also questioned the partici-
pants during monthly visits about risky
sexual behavior with their recent part-
ners.

The study was paid for by the
United States’ National Institute of
Allergy and Infectious Diseases, other
U.S. government institutes, and by
GlaxoSmithKline PLC, which sells
aciclovir as Zovirax. A small study in

Tanzania last year also suggested that
treating herpes didn’t help reducing HIV
susceptibility. But that doesn’t necessar-
ily mean that the theory of treating
herpes to avoid HIV is incorrect, experts
said.

“It’s probably likely that we
need considerably more potent inter-
ventions than we have,” Connie Celum, a
professor of global health and medicine
at the University of Washington who led
the Lancet study, told The Associated
Press.

Experts said there was a com-
plex relationship between the two vi-
ruses that is still not entirely understood.
When herpes ulcers erupt, that draws
white blood cells to the skin to fight the
virus. Unfortunately, those white blood
cells also have receptors for HIV.

Ndowa said it was possible that
even without the telltale ulcers, herpes
might have lingered while patients were
taking the aciclovir, allowing HIV to gain
a foothold.

In an accompanying commen-
tary in the Lancet, Ronald H. Gray and
Maria J. Wawer of Johns Hopkins
University said it was questionable
whether controlling sexually transmitted
infectious could work to prevent HIV. “It is
time to reassess the hypothesis and to
adjust prevention policy accordingly,”
they wrote.

But Ndowa and Celum said the
strategy of fighting herpes to prevent
AIDS might work, if a different dosage or
more powerful drug was tried. “We don’t
exactly know why this didn’t work, but this
approach still has potential,” Ndowa
said. “Maybe it was just too much to
expect from a tablet taken twice a day
that it could be effective against HIV.”

In a letter to Lesbian, Gay,
Bisexual and Transgender (LGBT) vot-
ers, the presumptive Democratic nomi-
nee for President, Illinois Senator Barack
Obama has stated that if elected, he
would put his administration behind two
measures dealing with hate crimes and
employment discrimination.

Senator Obama wrote that he
would work for the enactment of the
Matthew Shepard Act to expand current
federal hate crimes statutes to include
sex and sexual orientation and an
Employment Non Discrimination Act
which would prohibit discrimination in
employment on the basis of sexual
orientation and gender identity, per-
ceived or otherwise.

In his letter, Obama wrote that
he hopes he and his supporters can
work inclusively to secure equal rights
and would  never compromise on a
commitment to equal rights for all LGBT
Americans but would work to continue
an open dialogue with those opposing
such measures, calling them challeng-
ing and necessary.

When it comes to the “Defense
of Marriage Act” adopted by Congress
and signed by then President Bill Clinton
in 1996, Obama affirmed his initial
statements calling for the complete
repeal of the federal law, prohibiting the
federal government from recognizing
committed, same-sex relationships.

Obama called for the extension
of the 1,138 rights and benefits to
committed, same-sex couples and their
families for which opposite-sex couples
and their families currently receive,
although the same-sex relationships
would be recognized on the federal

level as a “civil union.”

“I personally believe that civil
unions represent the best way to secure
that equal treatment but I also believe
that the federal government should not
stand in the way of states that want to
decide on their own how best to pursue
equality for Gay and Lesbian couples,
whether that means a domestic partner-
ship, a civil union or a civil marriage.”

Gays and Lesbians would be
able to serve openly and proudly in the
armed services in an Obama adminis-
tration.

Obama expressed his opposi-
tion to state laws that hinder or prohibit
Gays and Lesbians, either single or
same-sex couples from adopting chil-
dren writing “As your president, I will use
the bully pulpit to urge states to treat
same-sex couples with full equality in
their family and adoption laws.”

Funding for HIV/AIDS research
and programs would be increased in an
Obama administration.  While in the
Senate, Obama sponsored the Early
Treatment for HIV Act that offer states the
option to provide Medicaid coverage to
low-income, HIV-positive Americans as
“categorically needy.”

Words are one thing but the
campaign has and will continue to
maintain a visible presence at LGBT
Pride events across the country, regis-
tering and informing voters of Obama’s
stances and positions on the issues of
concern.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) -  Servicemembers Legal De-
fense Network (SLDN) marks the 20th
anniversary of the death of retired Air
Force Technical Sergeant Leonard
Matlovich by renewing its call for the
elimination of the ban on military
service by Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual
Americans. Matlovich was the first
service member to take the U.S.
military to court over the ban, and one
of the most famous Gay people of his
era.

SLDN Executive Director
Aubrey Sarvis said, “Leonard
Matlovich’s extraordinary courage in a
time when Gays and Lesbians faced
extreme prejudice is an example for us
all. He was a brave pioneer and set off
a struggle that we can finally envision
winning. The debt that Gay veterans—
and the entire Gay community—owe to
Sergeant Matlovich cannot be over-
stated.”

Matlovich (1943-1988) was the
recipient of the Purple Heart and the
Bronze Star during three tours of duty in
Vietnam. Angered by the ban, he
purposely declared his homosexuality
in a 1975 letter to Air Force Secretary
John McLucas and fought to remain in
the military. Sergeant Matlovich’s case
won widespread media attention. On
September 8, 1975, Matlovich ap-

peared on the cover of Time maga-
zine

After losing his bid to remain in
the Air Force through their administra-
tive proceedings, a U.S. District Court
judge ordered Matlovich reinstated
with back pay. After more litigation,
Matlovich eventually accepted a finan-
cial settlement and an upgrade to
honorable discharge. He continued
his tireless efforts for Gay equality in
the civilian sector. Matlovich an-
nounced he had AIDS during an
interview with Charlie Gibson on “Good
Morning America” in 1987. He died on
June 22, 1988, just two weeks before
his 45th birthday.

Even in death, Matlovich re-
mains an important figure in the Gay
community. His tombstone in Wash-
ington, D.C.’s Congressional Cem-
etery, where additional Gay veterans
have since chosen to be buried, reads
“When I was in the military they gave
me a medal for killing two men and a
discharge for loving one.” Matlovich’s
military career and lawsuit are docu-
mented in the Out Ranks exhibit
currently on display at the GLBT
Historical Society in San Francisco.
Installation of a memorial plaque on
the site of Matlovich’s former San
Francisco residence in the Castro
neighborhood is planned for later this
year.

“In Leonard’s memory, and in
the honor of all Gay veterans and
service members, we must redouble
our efforts to overturn ‘Don’t Ask, Don’t
Tell,’” said Sarvis.

Statistician Gary Gates of the
Williams Institute at UCLA estimates
that there are currently 65,000 Gays
serving in the armed forces.

SACRAMENTO, California (Observer
Update) - A mistrial has been declared
in the anti-Gay hate crime murder trial
of 21-year-old Aleksandr Shevchenko,
accused of killing Fijian-immigrant
Satendar Singh at a lake outside
Sacramento over the Independence
Day holiday in 2007.

Shevchenko and another
suspect, 29-year-old Andrey Vusik of
West Sacramento, reportedly attacked
Singh, 25, while he was picnicking with
friends after taunting him over his race
and sexuality. Friends claim Singh’s
attackers made racial and
homophobic remarks to Singh before
assaulting him with what some claim
were a pair of brass knuckles. Singh
fell to the ground bleeding and died four
days later in the hospital. The
Sacramento Bee reports: “After more
than four days of tense deliberations,
the jury of seven women and five men
could not agree on whether the
defendant was involved in the
confrontation because he believed
Singh was Gay. The panel emerged
before noon and told Judge Gary S.
Mullen that they were “irrevocably
deadlocked” on the hate-crime
allegation that Aleksandr Shevchenko,
22, faced for his role in last year’s fight.

The Sacramento man was
found guilty on two misdemeanor
counts: disturbing the peace and
simple assault for throwing a bottle. He
could face a maximum sentence of
about nine months in jail when he returns

to court on July 11. It remained unclear
Wednesday whether the District
Attorney’s Office would re-try
Shevchenko on the controversial hate-
crime charge.” Seven jurors believe
Shevchenko is guilty of the hate crime
charge, five do not.

Haggard  Back  In
Colorado Springs

COLORADO SPRINGS, Colorado (Observer Update) - The
evangelist forced out of his job after being caught up in a sex
scandal involving a male prostitute, Mike Jones, has left a

megachurch he founded, the congregation’s new pastor says.

Haggard answered the telephone at his Colorado
Springs telephone number on Sunday (June 22) and confirmed
he was in the city but said he couldn’t talk to reporters.  Boyd
said Haggard was in private business but didn’t have any further
details. He said there were no plans for him to work again at New
Life.
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Comedian George Carlin Dies
At Age 71

Abstinence Only  Program
Moving T oward Renewal

SANTA MONICA, California - Come-
dian George Carlin, a counter-culture
hero famed for his routines about
drugs, dirty words and the demise of
humanity, died of heart failure at a Los
Angeles-area hospital Sunday (June
22). He was 71, Reuters reported on
pageoneq.com.  Carlin, who had a
history of heart and drug-dependency
problems, died at Saint John’s Health
Center in Santa Monica about 6 p.m.
PDT (9 p.m. EDT) after being admitted
earlier in the afternoon for chest pains,
spokesman Jeff Abraham told Reuters.

Known for his edgy, provoca-
tive material developed over 50 years,
the bald, bearded Carlin achieved
status as an anti-Establishment icon in
the 1970s with stand-up bits full of drug
references and a routine called “Seven
Words You Can Never Say On
Television.” A regulatory battle over a
radio broadcast of the routine ulti-
mately reached the U.S. Supreme
Court. In the 1978 case, Federal
Communications Commission vs. Paci-
fica Foundation, the top U.S. court
ruled that the words cited in Carlin’s
routine were indecent, and that the
government’s broadcast regulator
could ban them from being aired at
times when children might be listening.

The Grammy-winning Carlin
remained an active presence on the
comedy circuit. Carlin was scheduled
to receive the John F. Kennedy
Center’s prestigious Mark Twain Prize
for American Humor in November and
his publicist said Carlin performed in
Las Vegas this month. His comedic
sensibility revolved around a central
theme: humanity is a cursed, doomed
species.
“I don’t have any beliefs or alle-
giances. I don’t believe in this country, I
don’t believe in religion, or a god, and I
don’t believe in all these man-made
institutional ideas,” he told Reuters in a
2001 interview.  Carlin told Playboy in
2005 that he looked forward to an
afterlife where he could watch the
decline of civilization on a “heavenly
CNN.” “The world is a big theater-in-the
round as far as I’m concerned, and I’d
love to watch it spin itself into oblivion,”
he said. “Tune in and watch the human
adventure.”

Carlin wrote three best-selling
books, won four Grammy Awards,
recorded 22 comedy albums, head-
lined 14 HBO television specials, and
hosted hundreds of variety shows.
One was the first episode of “Saturday

Night Live” in 1975, when he was high
on cocaine. Drug addiction plagued
him for much of his life, beginning with
marijuana experimentation as a teen,
graduating to cocaine in the 1970s,
and then to prescription painkillers
and wine. During the cocaine years,
Carlin ignored his finances and ended
up owing about $3 million in back
taxes. In 2004, he entered a Los
Angeles rehab clinic for his alcohol
and Vicodin abuse.

George Dennis Carlin was
born on May 12, 1937, in New York City,
where he was raised with an older
brother by their single mother. He
fondly recalled that the nuns at his
school tolerated his early comedic
inclinations. After a brief, troubled stint
in the U.S. Air Force, he started honing
his comic act, developing such char-
acters as Al Sleet, a “hippie-dippie
weatherman.” Carlin told Playboy that
his sensibilities developed in the
1950s, “when comedy stopped being
safe ... (and) became about saying no
to authority.” He cited such influences
as Lenny Bruce, Mort Sahl, Dick
Gregory and Bob Newhart.  He also
dabbled in movies and television,
recently voicing a hippie Volkswagen
bus named Fillmore in the Pixar
cartoon “Cars.”

Carlin is survived by his sec-
ond wife Sally Wade; daughter Kelly
Carlin McCall; and brother Patrick. His
first wife, Brenda, died of cancer in
1997. News of his death was first
reported by the television show “Enter-
tainment Tonight.”

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Despite a growing body of
evidence showing it is not only ineffec-
tive but also discriminatory toward LGBT
youth a renewal of the Bush
administration’s abstinence-only-until-
marriage program for schools appears
likely in Congress, reported
365Gay.com.

The House Appropriations Sub-
committee on Labor, Health and Human
Services, Education, and Related Agen-
cies has voted to continue funding the
Community-Based Abstinence Educa-
tion (CBAE) program. The federal
government now spends about $176
million annually on abstinence-until-
marriage education.

“It’s hard to imagine a good
reason why, in these tight economic
times, Congress would intentionally flush
taxpayer dollars down the drain by
spending them on disproven, ineffective
abstinence-only-until-marriage pro-
grams,” said Caroline Fredrickson, di-

rector of the ACLU Washington Legisla-
tive Office.  “We are floored that they
continue to ignore study after study, and
the consensus of the pubic health
community, all concluding that these
programs censor vital health care
information, teach gender stereotypes,
discriminate against Lesbian and Gay
teens, and in some cases promote
religion in the classroom in violation of
the Constitution.”

A study mandated by Con-
gress last year found that students who
participated in sexual abstinence pro-
grams were just as likely to have sex
within a few years as those who did not.

The study, by Mathematica
Policy Research, also found that stu-
dents who attended the abstinence
classes reported having similar num-
bers of sexual partners as those who did
not attend the classes, and they first had
sex at about the same age as their
