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KNOXVILLE, TN - An out-of-work truck
driver accused of opening fire at a
Unitarian church, killing two people, left
behind a note suggesting that he
targeted the congregation out of hatred
for its liberal policies, including its
acceptance of Gays, authorities said
Monday (July 28)

A four-page letter found in Jim
D. Adkisson’s small SUV indicated he
intentionally targeted the Tennessee
Valley Unitarian Universalist Church
because, the police chief said, “he hated
the liberal movement” and was upset
with “liberals in general as well as Gays.”

Adkisson, a 58-year-old truck
driver on the verge of losing his food
stamps, had 76 rounds with him when he
entered the church and pulled a shotgun
from a guitar case during a children’s
performance of the musical “Annie.”

Adkisson’s ex-wife once be-
longed to the church but hadn’t attended
in years, said Ted Jones, the

congregation’s president. Police inves-
tigators described Adkisson as a
“stranger” to the congregation, and
police spokesman Darrell DeBusk
declined to comment on whether investi-
gators think the ex-wife’s link was a factor
in the attack.

Adkisson remained jailed Mon-
day on $1 million bond after being
charged with one count of murder. More
charges are expected. Four victims
were hospitalized in critical condition.
The attack Sunday morning (July 27)
lasted only minutes. But the anger
behind it may have been building for
months, if not years. “It appears that what
brought him to this horrible event was his
lack of being able to obtain a job, his
frustration over that, and his stated
hatred for the liberal movement,” Police
Chief Sterling Owen said.

Adkisson was a loner who
hates “blacks, Gays and anyone differ-
ent from him,” longtime acquaintance
Carol Smallwood of Alice, Texas, told
the Knoxville News Sentinel.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - Rep. Vic Snyder, D-Ark., counters
a right-winger’s argument that Gay
troops would bring AIDS with the
suggestion that the military recruit only
Lesbians, reported the Associated
Press on 365Gay.com.

Opponents of the “don’t ask,
don’t tell” policy on Gays in the military
denounced it as cruel and unpatriotic
Wednesday (July 23). Supporters in-
sisted it was needed to maintain military
morale, and raised the prospect of a rise
of HIV infection among service mem-
bers if Gays are allowed to serve
openly. The heated exchanges came
as Congress held its first hearing on
“don’t ask, don’t tell” since its enactment
15 years ago.

Although legislation has been
introduced to overturn the ban, the
hearing wasn’t an attempt to advance
the bill, something supporters say can
only happen if Democratic Sen. Barack
Obama is elected president. Republi-
can Sen. John McCain supports “don’t
ask, don’t tell.”

Instead, “our purpose today is
to begin a long-overdue review . . . and to
start a conversation about the real-life
impact on our service members, their
families and the operational readiness
of our military,” said Rep. Susan Davis,
D-Calif., chairwoman of the House
Armed Services personnel subcommit-
tee.

While there was plenty of
conversation, consensus proved elu-
sive and tempers flared as each side
insisted on the moral soundness of their
views.

The policy was intended to
keep the military from asking recruits
their sexual orientation, and to prevent
servicemembers from declaring that
they are Gay or bisexual or engaging in
homosexual activity.

Among the most arresting de-
bates Wednesday came when Rep.
Patrick Murphy, D-Pa., a first-term con-
gressman and the only Iraq war veteran
in Congress, accused a witness of
implying that U.S. service members

weren’t professional enough to handle
serving with homosexuals.

“You’re saying you don’t trust
our military professionals to serve
openly with people who might be
different,” Murphy said angrily to Elaine
Donnelly, president of the Center for
Military Readiness, a nonprofit that says
it promotes certain military personnel
policies.

“I think that’s an insult,” Murphy
said.

Donnelly denied that, insisting
that “forced cohabitation” and resulting
“sexual tension . . . will hurt discipline and
morale.’’

“People are human, people
have sexual feelings and they’re not
perfect,” she said. “Prejudice is wrong,
but feelings about sexuality are differ-
ent.”

Donnelly contended that if the
law were repealed the number of HIV-
positive service members would prob-
ably increase.

Rep. Vic Snyder, D-Ark., a
Vietnam veteran and medical doctor,
called that comment “so inappropriate”
and suggested that Donnelly advocate
for the military to recruit only Lesbians,
who he said have a low incidence of HIV.

The top Republican on the
committee, Rep. John McHugh, R-N.Y.,
didn’t stake out a position, but said that
judgment on “don’t ask, don’t tell” must
“ultimately rest on matters of military
readiness, morale, good order and
discipline.”

Pentagon officials weren’t in-
vited to testify after committee members
concluded they wouldn’t say anything
other than that they’d follow the law.

Asked Wednesday whether
the Pentagon thinks it’s appropriate to
re-examine “don’t ask, don’t tell,” De-
fense Department press secretary Geoff
Morrell said: “I would say only that ‘don’t
ask, don’t tell’ remains the law of the land.
And to my knowledge, the department is
not advocating a change in policy.”

For G/L Couples, Divorce Is As
 Challenging As Marriage

CHICAGO, Illinois (Observer Update) -
Across the country, same-sex couples
are discovering that getting divorced
can be far more complicated than
getting married.

Even in Massachusetts and
California, where married Gay couples
have the same right to divorce as
heterosexual couples, a clash between
federal and state laws makes the
process anything but equal. States vary
in their policies on Gay and Lesbian
marriages and divorces. Many states
have passed statutes defining marriage

as being between a man and a woman.

But it is the courts that ultimately
will rule on whether that means married
Gay couples should not be allowed to
divorce. New York recognizes Gay and
Lesbian marriages performed in other
states, and Gay and Lesbian divorces
are proceeding in the state. In Okla-
homa, a judge unwittingly granted a
divorce to two Lesbians who had
married in Canada. On discovering that
both members of the couple were
women, the judge revoked the divorce,
on grounds that they had never been
legally married.

PONCE DE LEON, Florida (Observer
Update) - A federal judge has accused
a Florida high school principal of going
on a witch hunt for Gays, reported
advocate.com. In a stinging rebuke, US
District Judge Richard Smoak, said in a
written ruling that Ponce de Leon High
School principal David Davis led a
“relentless crusade” against homosexu-
ality at the school.

“Davis embarked on what can
only be characterized as a witch hunt,”
Smoak’s ruling said. The ruling also
said that Davis led “morality assem-
blies” that ignored the First Amendment.
The written ruling was released two
months after student Heather Gillman
and the American Civil Liberties Union
won a free-speech lawsuit that cost the
school district $325,000. Davis has since
been replaced as principal. During the
two-day trial in May, Davis testified that
he believed clothing, buttons or stickers
featuring rainbows would make students
automatically picture Gay people hav-
ing sex. He went on to admit that while
censoring rainbows and Gay pride
messages, he allowed students to wear
other symbols many find controversial,
such as the Confederate flag.

Gillman, a 16-year-old junior at
Ponce de Leon High School, sued the

school with the help of the American
Civil Liberties Union after she was told
she could not wear buttons, stickers or
clothing that supported LGBT civil
rights. The ACLU last November sent a
letter to the school board’s attorney on
behalf of Gillman, asking for clarification
as to whether a variety of symbols and
slogans, such as the rainbow flag or “I
support my Gay friends,” would be
allowed at the school. The school
district replied that it would not allow any
expressions of support for Gay rights at
all because such speech would “likely
be disruptive.” The district then said that
such symbols and slogans were signs
that students were part of a “secret/
illegal organization.”

Tensions began in September
2007, when a Lesbian student tried to
report to school officials that she was
being harassed by other students
because she is a Lesbian. Instead of
addressing the harassment, students
say the school responded with intimida-
tion, censorship and suspensions. Prior
to the release of his written ruling,
Smoak issued an order that forced the
school to stop its censorship of students
who want to express their support for
Gay people. The judge also warned the
district not to retaliate against students
over the lawsuit.

Gregory Totten’s
decision to try Brandon McInerney, 14,
as an adult.

“We hope a jury will look at it in a
much more reasonable light,” Quest
said. “I’m not going to allow a 14-year-
old to go to prison for the rest of his life
without someone other than the D.A.’s
office looking at this.”

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
Nike said Friday (July 25) it would pull its
ads for its Hyperdunk basketball shoes,
responding to criticism that they fed
homophobic views.

Nike previously defended the
ads, but said it would withdraw them as
quickly as possible “to underline our
ongoing commitment to supporting di-
versity in sport and the workplace,” The
Oregonian reported. The ads were
created by Portland’s Wieden+Kennedy
agency and titled “That Ain’t Right,” “Isn’t
That Cute,” and “Punks Jump Up.” One
ad showed a basketball player dunking
over another. The crotch of the player

dunking was planted firmly in the other
player’s face. The ad sported a large
tag line: “That Ain’t Right.”

Earlier, Nike had said the ads
were “based purely upon a common
insight from within the game of basket-
ball - the athletic feat of dunking on the
opposition, and is not intended to be
offensive.” Nike also reiterated its
“history of supporting athletes regard-
less of their sexual orientation.” Nike
has been praised by Gay-rights advo-
cates for supporting a 2007 Oregon law
banning discrimination against Gays in
work, housing and public places.

NEW YORK CITY (Observer
Update) - Mars Inc. has pulled
its newest television commer-
cial for Snickers candy bars
after communication with the
Human Rights Campaign
(HRC). “Following conversa-
tions between the Human
Rights Campaign and senior
Mars representatives, the
company has agreed to pull
its most recent ad using
stereotypes of Gay men to
sell its Snickers product line,”
HRC workplace director Daryl
Herrschaft said in a press
release.

The ad depicts a man speed-
walking in an effeminate manner remi-
niscent of Gay male stereotypes. The
walker is then ridiculed by Mr. T as the
former wrestler shoots Snickers bars
from a gun, telling him to “be a man.”

“These kinds of acts perpetu-
ate the notion that the Gay, Lesbian,
Bisexual, and Transgender community
is a group of second-class citizens and
that violence against GLBT people is
not only acceptable but humorous,”
Herrschaft said. In 2007, another offen-

sive Snickers commercial was aired
during Super Bowl XLI. “Following that,
HRC began a constructive dialogue
with Mars on workplace inclusion for
GLBT employees,” Herrschaft said.
“We were of course surprised to see
the company return to the same
practice it had just recently rejected.”

However, “HRC applauds
Mars for taking swift and appropriate
action” in the removal of both commer-
cials. “We are hopeful that Mars will
make the necessary changes in their
organization to ensure this does not
happen yet again,” Herrschaft said,
advocate.com reported.

Calif. Ban’ s Wording Change
May Help It Fail

SACRAMENTO, California (Observer
Update) - The California Secretary of
State has changed language in the
voter ballot initiative that would ban
same-sex marriage in California, re-
ported advocate.com.

Proposition 8 would overturn
the state Supreme Court ruling that Gay
couples in California are allowed to
marry. The original wording of the Nov. 4
ballot initiative read, “[Proposition 8]
amends the California Constitution to
provide that only marriage between a
man and a woman is valid or recognized
in California.” The new language says
the initiative “Changes California Consti-
tution to eliminate right of same-sex
couples to marry.” It further explains that

banning same-sex marriage could
prevent the state from gaining tens of
millions of dollars in potential sales tax
revenue.

A Field Poll from July 18
shows that 51 percent of Californians
are against the ban, 42 percent favor it
and 7 percent are undecided. Addi-
tionally, 63 percent of Democrats said
they would vote against the ban while
68 percent of Republicans said they
would vote for it. The poll was the
second consecutive study to show that
a majority of Californians — a very slim
majority — would vote for marriage
equality.

CD4-T cell loss in aids positive
people has been found to be halted or
slowed by mindfulness meditation, which
is a form of meditation that is not
generally understood in the West.

It is the practice of being not only
where you are in space, but also where
you are in time.  This is not something
that Westerners do well; it is hard to be
present in the moment when you are
trying to keep an eye on the “bottom line”.

A quick net search turns up
Buddhist sites, classes and all sorts of
marketing for this meditation technique,
which is becoming popularized as such
an effective stress reducing agent that it
is used to aid weight loss, ease
depression and prevent the decline of
CD4-T cells in aids infected persons.

The research, from the Univer-
sity of California, was so irrefutable that
the good Doctors are busy searching for
the mechanisms that go into play when
stress is significantly reduced by the use
of Mindfulness Meditation training.

While the tag line “meditation”
may be new to the technique, the idea of
living in the moment is at the heart of
several religions and the most success-
ful alcohol diversion program in the
world, Alcoholics Anonymous.

The fact that a person that is
adept at aligning him/herself with the
actual time of living experience be-
comes healthier and has better immunity
to sickness is no news; what is new is that
Westerners can now get out for a trendy
(yet effective) class and loose weight,
get happy and preserve those T cell
levels.

This alignment of the three
“normal” dimensions with the fourth
dimension, this novel idea of being
where one is in Time as well as
space, has effects that transcend our
understanding.  It is very much
apparent that there is a physical
manifestation of our mental time
component; those that are living in the
past or future are physically harmed
from the excursions they take into
time.

It is something to wonder
about, time.  All of the other dimen-
sions have physical characteristics;
space is tactile, three dimensional
objects are hard.

Time, on the other hand, has
always been a dimension that is
mental in nature.  Our perception of
time is that it is observable in a
sequential and intellectual way, but is
not really a physical dimension like
the other three.

Except for the rather esoteric
experiments with synchronized
watches and spacecraft, which show
a real time dilation for travelers at
super-high speeds, there has been
no physical side to time.

Now there is.

If we align ourselves with the
time we are alive in, rather than time
that we think does not really exist (past
and future times), we are healthier as
an organism.

Time travel, after all, turns out
to be damaging to your health.  For
this to be true might mean that when
we think about other times we really
go there in some physical way, which
in turn means that the past and the
future must actually exist in a physical
sense.  Otherwise, why the measur-
able physical damage to the organ-
ism?

Just think about that next time
you are laying around astral project-
ing.  If it is dangerous to be out of sync
with time, how good can it be to be
somewhere you aren’t?

HARRISBURG, Pennsylvania (Ob-
server Update) - The Pennsylvania
supreme court on Wednesday (July 23)
struck down changes to the state’s
hate_crimes law that added sexual ori-
entation, gender identity, ancestry,
gender, and mental and physical dis-
ability to the list of protected character-
istics, the Pittsburgh Tribune_Review
reports on advocate.com.

The state legislature
amended the Ethnic Intimidation and
Institutional Vandalism Act in 2002, and
the measure was signed into law by
Republican governor Mark Schweiker.
Christian group Repent America filed a
lawsuit challenging the expansion of
the law in 2005. The commonwealth
court, a lower court, ruled in November
2007 that the amendments were uncon-
stitutional.

According to Equality Advo-
cates Pennsylvania, the supreme court
stripped out the additional protections
because of the way the measure was
passed __ as an alteration of an agri-
cultural bill __ not because of its con-

tent. The organization assisted in writ-
ing the legislation and worked on get-
ting it through the house and senate.
“We are extremely disappointed that
some of the most vulnerable people in
Pennsylvania are now unprotected by
our state’s hate crimes law,” said
Equality Advocates executive director
Stacey Sobel in a press release. “I urge
the legislature to once again pass this
legislation with all deliberate speed.”
Sobel added that Equality Advocates
will work to reinstate the expanded law.
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Family Of Dancer Shot At San
Diego Pride T o Sue Police

MTV has announced that it will
remake the 1975 classic Rocky Horror
Picture Show, Variety reported Wednes-
day (July 23).  Although MTV will be
using Jim Sharman’s original screen-
play, new songs may be added to the
two-hour film. Lou Adler, the executive
producer of the original film, is partnering
with Fox Television Studios to produce
the remake, Variety reported. “I’d like to
see it shown a year from this coming
Halloween, but that’s up to MTV,” Adler
told Variety, advocate.com reported.

Given the current state of the
television landscape, questions of di-
versity are likely to come up with some
frequency in the coming days. FOX
Entertainment President Kevin Reilly just
had the good fortune to face them first.
Somewhat less fortunate was Reilly’s
place in front of the press on the morning
that the GLAAD Network Responsibility
Index report came out, giving FOX a
failing grade in issues of on-air Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual and Transgender repre-
sentation. “I can say that we’ve got
several shows now moving forward with

Gay characters in them,” Reilly says,
regarding the GLAAD report and previ-
ous statements he’d made regarding
the network’s diversity in these matters.
“Sometimes you’ve actually got great
representation, and then for creative
reasons or commercial reasons, some-
thing gets canceled and your numbers
go down.”

Showtime is working on a
spinoff to its Lesbian drama “The L
Word,” which will kick off its sixth and final
season early next year. Ilene Chaiken,
the creator of the edgy series, is in the
early stages of developing the spinoff,
which will star one of the “L Word”
actresses, said Robert Greenblatt,
Showtime’s president of entertainment.
The identity of the chosen actress has
not yet been revealed to the cast,
Greenblatt said during the Television
Critics Assn. press tour at the Beverly
Hilton on Friday. Pressed for more
details, he said only: “We’re still forming
it. I’m sure I have a million e-mails
already from loyal viewers about it, but
we’re still in the process of figuring it out.”

SAN DIEGO, California (Ob-
server Update) - The family of
Steven Hirschfield, the dancer
on a San Diego Gay pride
party boat who was shot and
killed by police who claim he
resisted rescue attempts and
seized an officer’s weapon,
says they don’t believe the
officers’ accounts and plan to
sue, reported towleroad.com.

The family’s lawyer
calls the police version of
events a “complete fabrica-
tion”: “The officer who shot him had a
Taser – why didn’t he use it? And if he
was in a brawl, why isn’t there more
evidence of that? There was very little
scratching or bruising on his body.”
KNBC: “Results of an autopsy released
Monday showed he died from a gunshot
wound to the chest. Claypool said
medical examiners confirmed Hirschfield
was shot in the back and his family
believes officers acted with “excessive
force” and disputes accounts given by
police. ‘It is our belief based on a witness
account and information learned through
the autopsy performed by the San
Diego County coroner that Mr. Hirschfield
was not the aggressor and was not
involved in a brawl with police officers

prior to being executed by this police
officer,’ [their] attorney [Brian Claypool]
said.”

According to a witness, there
was a former Marine in the water
attempting to rescue Hirschfield who has
not yet been contacted by the family’s
attorney. “Claypool said his suit would
seek punitive damages from the Harbor
Police Department. He told KNSD-TV
he was first contacted about the case by
a civil rights watchdog group that
monitors alleged police brutality mat-
ters. I think this is a Gay-rights issue,’
Claypool said.”

LITTLE ROCK, Arkanasas (Observer
Update) - A proposed measure prohibit-
ing unmarried but cohabitating (includ-
ing Gay and Lesbian) couples from
adopting or fostering children in Arkan-
sas has fallen short of the 61,794
signatures necessary to get it placed on
the November ballot, according to a
press release from the Arkansas News
Bureau.

The Family Council Action Com-
mittee has been spearheading the
initiative and has been granted an
extension of 30 days to gather additional
signatures. It still needs about 4,000
valid signatures to get the initiative on the
ballot. The group originally submitted
the required number of signatures, but
only 57,888 were certified as valid. FCAC
executive director Jerry Cox plans to
obtain the missing signatures, and
10,000 more, in part by canvassing large
churches to gain support, advocate.com

reported.

According to the group, gather-
ing signatures for this measure is more
difficult than the signature-gathering
effort four years ago to amend Arkansas’s
constitution to ban Gay marriage, which
passed easily, because the adoption
issue is more complicated and difficult to
explain. In working on this campaign, the
FCAC is working to “blunt a homosexual
agenda,” Cox said.

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A total of eleven measures,
referendum, initiatives, and constitu-
tional amendments will be on Arizona’s
November general election ballot.

Only one of the eleven was
placed on the ballot, not by petition or
state commission, but by the radical
right-wing Republicans who control the
Arizona Legislature. Proposition 102, if
approved by Arizona voters, will amend
the Arizona Constitution by adding the
following article related to marriage:
“Marriage - Only a union of one man and
one woman shall be valid or recognized
as a marriage in this state.”

State law, Arizona Revised
Statute (ARS) 25-101 and ARS 25-112,
enacted in 1996 already covers the
subject. Plus, in 2003 and 2004, the law
was upheld in Arizona Superior Court
and the Arizona Supreme Court in the
case Standhardt V. Superior Court.

Opponents of Proposition 102
have launched a website,
votenoprop102.com/, bookmark the site,
sign up to volunteer and donate your
time and money.  To send a donation
via snail mail, make check payable to
the “No on SCR 1042 committee,” PO
Box 25044, Phoenix, Arizona 85002.

Openly Gay state Senator Ken
Cheuvront, D-Phoenix, Monday, July 21,
filed an ethics complaint against state
Senator Jack Harper, R-Surprise, of
disregarding Senate rules by conspir-
ing to cut off debate to help speed a vote
on a proposed constitutional amend-
ment against same-sex marriage. Ac-
cording to reports and news accounts,
Cheuvront’s complaint was filed Mon-
day, July 21, calling for a reprimand of
Sen. Jack Harper, R-Surprise, for violat-
ing a rule on conduct of debate.

On Monday, July 28, the Senate
Ethics Committee voted three to two,
starting an investigation of state Senator
Jack Harper over his actions during the
last day of the legislative session, June
27, in which SCR (Senate Concurrent
Resolution) 1042 was forced through to
be placed on the November general
election ballot as Proposition 102.

Republican Jay Tibshraney
along with Democratic Senator’s Marsha
Arzberger and Richard Miranda voted
for the investigation. Republican
Senator’s Barbara Leff and Robert
Blendu voted against.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer Up-
date) - In April, NPR reported that the
Justice Department Inspector General
was investigating whether former DOJ
White House liaison Monica Goodling
dismissed a career DOJ attorney “be-
cause of rumors that she is a Lesbian,”
reported thinkprogress.com.

On Monday (July 28) the Office
of Professional Responsibility report
confirms that Goodling, a graduate of Pat
Robertson’s Regent University, did dis-
criminate on the basis of sexual orienta-
tion. In the case described by the report,
Goodling stalled an assistant U.S.
attorney’s advancement because of
rumors of a Gay relationship with her
superior, a U.S. attorney.

As the report notes, the assistant
U.S. attorney (AUSA) received “out-
standing” performance reviews, the high-
est possible rating, and was subse-
quently granted a work extension in 2006.
Goodling, however, opposed it. Deputy
Director John Nowacki, who supported
the extension, described a meeting with
Goodling: Goodling brought up the issue
of the attorney’s “relationship in progress”
with her U.S. Attorney “and made it clear
just that she thought that was inappropri-
ate.”

Several other officials report
witnessing the same discrimination from
Goodling. When Executive Office for U.S.
Attorney Associate Counsel Natalie
Voris told Goodling she supported the
extension, Goodling “responded that
Voris did not know the AUSA as well as
she thought she did.”   Voris said that
Goodling then told her that the [assistant
U.S. attorney] had a homosexual rela-
tionship with the U.S. Attorney in the
AUSA’s USAO and that the two took trips
together at government expense. Voris
told us she believes that the AUSA’s

alleged sexual orientation was a factor
in Goodling’s decision not to extend the
detail.

Furthermore, when the assistant
U.S. attorney sought a detail in the Office
of Violence Against Women, Goodling
objected “because it would look like the
Department was sanctioning the homo-
sexual relationship.” The OIG report also
implicates Michael Battle, a key figure in
the US. Attorney scandal, for sitting on
the sidelines. Battle “should have raised
concerns about Goodling’s actions with
Goodling’s supervisor, Kyle Sampson,
the OIG [Office of Inspector General], or
OPR,” the report states.

“We concluded that Goodling’s
actions violated Department policy and
federal law, and constituted miscon-
duct,” the report adds. Both the assistant
U.S. attorney and the U.S. attorney
denied the relationship.

STOCKHOLM, Sweden - A Gay couple
was robbed and assaulted over the
weekend while attending Stockholm’s
Europride festivities:

Two homosexual men were
stopped by three men and were asked
directions. “The three asked them about
their sexuality and then stole their mobile
phones and money. One of them was
then stabbed in the stomach,” Stockholm
police spokesperson Towe Haegg said.
The attack late on Sunday “is considered
a hate crime”, she said, adding police
believed the perpetrators had targeted
the couple, aged 25 to 30, because they
were Gay.

No arrests had been made by
midday on Monday (July 28), she said.
The three men, believed to be in their
20’s, were suspected of attempted mur-
der, aggravated robbery and duress.
One of the festival organizers, Jonah
Nylund, told Swedish news agency TT
the attack was “serious”. “There is a
general threat scenario against homo-
sexuals, bisexuals, and transsexuals.
They are a vulnerable group and during
the festival, there are a lot of them all
around and they are visible in Stockholm,”
he said.

UNITED NATIONS (Observer Update) -
Two sexual orientation and gender
identity rights groups have been given
consultative status by the United Nations
Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC).

COC Netherlands and the State
Federation of Lesbians, Gays,
Transexuals and Bisexuals of Spain
(FELGTB) are national organisations
representing LGBT communities in the
Netherlands and Spain.

“COC Netherlands is delighted
about obtaining consultative status with
the UN,” said Björn van Roozendaal, the
group’s international advocacy officer. “It
means we can join the efforts at the UN to
address human rights violations against
people with an alternative sexual orienta-
tion or gender identity.”

Newsweek’ s  Hate  Crime

I am stunned by an article put
out by Newsweek, “Young, Gay and
Murdered”. At best, it is poor journalism,
at it’s worst, it is a hate crime in itself,
paving the way for a “Gay panic”
defense for the kid who pulled the
trigger. Remember? Larry King was
killed? Shot point blank in the head?

Read the article and you’ll be
informed that in fact, Larry was the
problem. He was always the problem.
And while kids are experimenting with
sexuality at younger and younger ages
overall, being Gay is dangerous.
Heterosexual play is fine but, “Kids may
want to express who they are, but they
are playing grown-up without fully
knowing what that means.” What does
that mean?

The article is one of the
poorest forms of journalism I’ve ever
read. If it is an Opinion piece, okay, but
to write “Even as homosexuality has
become more accepted, the prospect
of being openly Gay in middle school
raises a troubling set of issues” and to
state it as fact?

To whom? The author? Is he an
expert? I can go on and on about this
piece — and I will — but for today I am so
deeply troubled by yet another piece of
crappy, sensationalist reporting that is
only geared towards selling maga-
zines. It is obviously too boring and too
common to focus on a 15 year old boy
who snuck a gun into school and blew
off another kid’s head. A kid with drug
abusing parents, with divorce and lack
of parental supervision. A kid with an
obsession with Hilter.

I know, been there, done that.
No one wants to read that story.

Instead, let’s focus on the
victim. Let’s dissect homosexuality at a
young age. Not all kids sexuality, not all
kids experimentation at younger and
younger ages, but homosexuality.

Young, Gay and Murdered.

On Sept. 11, 2001, Navy Capt.
Joan Darrah’s weekly intelligence
briefing turned out to be anything but
routine: She and her colleagues
watched CNN’s coverage of terrorist-
hijacked planes ramming into the
World Trade Center.

The meeting ended, the
closeted Lesbian captain left the
Pentagon, and American Airlines Flight
77 slammed into the building. Seven
people died in the place where she’d
been minutes earlier.

“The reality,” Darrah told
Congress this past week, “is that if I had
been killed, my partner then of 11 years
would have been the last to know
because I had not dared to list her
name” as an emergency contact.

“...That made me realize that
‘Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell’ was taking a
much greater toll than I had ever
admitted,” she said. “It caused me to
refocus my priorities, and on 1 June,
2002, one year earlier than I had
planned, I retired.”

Darrah, who once served as
deputy commander at the Naval
Intelligence Command, testified at the
first congressional hearing to consider
lifting the 1993 ban on Gays serving
openly, so patriotic Americans like
Darrah could serve without fear of
being fired.

So far, 12,600 Lesbians and
Gay men, including Arabic linguists,
have been kicked out. Countless
others didn’t re-enlist or ever join.

The House Armed Services
subcommittee hearing spotlighted how
Congress is changing. Rep. Patrick
Murphy, D-Penn, shot down the idea
that heterosexuals can’t serve profes-
sionally alongside Gays: “As a former
Army officer, I can tell you that I think that
is an insult....”

Another veteran, Rep. Vic
Snyder, D-Ark., objected to arguments
that open Gays would undermine unit
cohesion: “There are people in the
military who think unit cohesion would
be enhanced if our military reflected the
opportunity and freedom that we
believe is America.”

The military’s brass, unfortu-
nately, declined to appear. Advocates
of lifting Don’t Ask included former
Marine Staff Sergeant Eric Alva, the first
U.S. soldier wounded in Iraq. Having
lost a leg, Alva declared, “I had fought
and nearly died to secure rights for
others that I myself was not free to
enjoy. I had proudly served a country
that was not proud of me.”

Retired Major Gen. Vance
Coleman, an African-American hetero-
sexual who first served in segregated

units, said Don’t Ask “hurts our military
readiness. It undermines our commit-
ment to being a nation where we are all
equal. ... And it ties the hands of com-
manders who want to welcome and
retain America’s best and brightest....”

But Elaine Donnelly, president
of the Center for Military Readiness in
Livonia, argued Gays in the military
create a “sexualized atmosphere” that
erodes unit cohesion and morale.

Most Americans want to move
beyond Don’t Ask. A new ABC News/
Washington Post shows 75 percent
favor allowing “homosexuals who do
publicly disclose their sexual orienta-
tion” to serve in the military. That’s up
from 44 percent in May 1993.

The hearing was an important
first step toward repealing an un-
American law that hurts the military by
perverting its values and rejecting
talented Americans who want to serve
our country.

“‘After conducting a thorough
investigation and the lack of any forensic
evidence to support the allegation of the
assault, Dwight Clark Ables has been
charged with 1 count of Filing a False
Police report. He turned himself in today
at the Anderson County Sheriff’s office,”
read a press release from the
Department’s Public Information Officer
Suzanne Griffin.

Ables is currently being held at
the Anderson County Detention Center
where he awaits a bond hearing.

Fueled by cheap drink prices and nearly
naked, toned men dancing for tips, Tuesday night in
the Dallas LGBT community has become “Trashy
Tuesday.”  But Crews Inn co-owner David Moore says
he plans to remove the “T” — for Transgender, that is —
from the clientele at his Fitzhugh Avenue bar on
Tuesday nights. “Drag queens act like they are divas
and think they can’t do no wrong,” Moore said. “They
have stolen money straight off the bar, hassled
costumers for drinks and locked themselves in the
bathroom with a bunch of guys. And with Tuesday
being our busiest night, there is just no way for me to
keep the draq queens under control then. I don’t want
draq queens in here that are going to misbehave.”
That’s why Moore and his employees began asking
Transgender women and draq queens to leave.

Hate crimes in Los Angeles County soared
last year to their highest mark in five years even as
overall crime dropped across the region, according to
a report released Thursday (July 24). The annual
report by the county’s human relations commission
shows 763 hate crimes were reported in 2007, a 28%
increase over 2006. The numbers buck last year’s
overall crime trends, which saw a decrease of 6% in
Los Angeles County and 5% in the city of Los Angeles,
the report notes. The commission said 111 hate crimes
based on sexual orientation were reported, a 9%
increase from 2006, and more than 90% were against
Gay men. The report said another 105 hate crimes
were based on religion — a 17% increase — and nearly
three quarters of them were anti-Jewish. The most
common hate crimes were those motivated by race,
with 310 committed against black people and 125
against Latinos. However, crimes in which anti-
immigrant slurs were used dropped slightly. A majority
of the hate crimes involved vandalism and simple
assault, but aggravated assault was involved in 187 of
them, a nearly 90% increase over the year before.

A Houston church took what it calls an “extraor-
dinary” step by ordaining the first openly Lesbian
Lutheran pastor in Texas. Lura Groen says she’s
thrilled to be pastor of the Grace Evangelical Lutheran
Church in southwest Houston. The Evangelical
Lutheran Church of America does ordain Gay pastors,
but only if they agree to remain celibate. Groen,
however, has refused, claiming heterosexual col-
leagues are not held to the same standard. She says
church members have been supportive. “There’s a
very good fit between the values of this congregation
and the values I want to espouse as a preacher — to
be telling God’s love to all the world and the way that
that calls us to treat everyone fairly,” said Pastor Lura
Groen. Two other American Evangelical Lutheran
congregations have ordained openly Gay pastors
without sanctions.

A Broward County Judge ruled that Fort
Lauderdale Police unfairly entrapped a Gay man in
Holiday Park by luring him into a sexual situation,
inducing him to expose himself to an undercover officer
before arresting him on false prostitution charges
about a block outside of the park. Judge Gary Cowart
dismissed the charges against Michael Marsh, a Fort
Lauderdale man who was encountered undercover
Fort Lauderdale officer Nick Coffin Aug. 20 near the
baseball fields of Holiday Park. The park has been
under surveillance by police sting operations that
target public sex and drug use there. Mayor Jim
Naugle has used the arrests there as a platform for his
comments against Gay cruising in parks and public
bathrooms.

Michigan Universities that spend taxpayer
dollars to provide health insurance benefits to their
employees’ live-in partners should lose 5 percent of
their state funding, one local lawmaker says.  State
Rep. Dave Agema, R-Grandville, will be pushing the
issue after Grand Valley State University last week
approved providing the benefits to unmarried partners
of faculty and staff. “It’s a way to get around the law that
was passed. No one else gets those benefits, and it’s
a waste of taxpayers’ money,” Agema said, just days
after he called GVSU’s tuition “a good bang for the
buck.” GVSU joined several other public universities in
extending employees’ health insurance benefits to
unmarried couples. The benefit applies to Gay and
Lesbian couples, as well as any other live-in partner or
friend who has lived with staff or faculty member for 18
months or more. It does not cover relatives or tenants.

WASHINGTON, D.C (Observer Up-
date) - Earlier this month, Sen. John
McCain (R-AZ) took an extreme posi-
tion on Gay adoption, telling the New
York Times he believes in “traditional”
families even if it means leaving
children in orphanages. “I think that
we’ve proven that both parents are
important in the success of a family so,
no I don’t believe in Gay adoption,” he
said, reported thinkprogress.com

But in follow-up statement,
McCain aide Jill Hazelbaker back-
tracked, stating, “McCain could have
been clearer.” She added that the
senator would support Gay adoption if
there were no alternative:  However, as
an adoptive father himself…he recog-
nizes that there are many abandoned
children who have yet to find homes.
McCain believes that in those situations
that caring parental figures are better for
the child than the alternative.

Interviewed on ABC Sunday
(July 27), however, McCain reverted to
his original radical position, telling
George Stephanopolous that he does
not support Gay adoption in any
circumstance:

McCAIN: I think that family
values are important, when we have two
parent — families that are of parents that
are the traditional family.

Q: But there are several hun-
dred thousand children in the country
who don’t have a home. And if a Gay
couple wants to adopt them, what’s
wrong with that?

MCCAIN: I am for the values
that two parent families, the traditional
family represents.

McCain didn’t acknowledge
that a two-parent family can also consist
of same-sex parents. Unlike his spokes-
woman, he also didn’t recognize that
rejecting adoptions by same-sex par-
ents means leaving thousands of
children with no parents. As Winnie
Stachelberg and Robert Gordon noted,
about 130,000 children wait in the foster
care system each year for a permanent
home. And every year, half of these
children are never placed. In the
interview, McCain repeatedly said that
he is “for the values and principles that
two parent families represent.” He also
said preserving traditional families is
“not the reason why I’m running for
president of the United States.” Just
seconds later, however, he reversed

course and bluntly stated, “I’m running
for president of the United States
because I want to help with family
values.” ...

Barack Obama leads John
McCain among registered voters 44
percent to 35 percent, while Bob Barr,
the Libertarian candidate and Ralph
Nader each receive 2 percent, a new
Harris Interactive poll reported, re-
ported advocate.com.  Sixteen percent
of registered voters are not sure whom
they will vote for.

Among LGBT adults, 60 per-
cent favor Obama while 14 percent
favor McCain. Three percent of LGBT
adults favor Barr, while 1 percent
choose Nader. Six percent choose
“other,” while 17 percent of all LGBT
voters are not yet sure which candidate
to support — comparable to the general
population.

Among independents, Obama
has a 12-point lead (38 percent to 26
percent), but one-quarter of indepen-
dents are not sure, 4 percent would vote
for Bob Barr and 3 percent for Ralph
Nader.

The findings also show that 90
percent of African-Americans are voting
for Obama, as are six in 10 Latinos.

Whites, however, are leaning towards
McCain over Obama (40 percent
versus 34 percent).

The results of this Harris Poll
were complied from 2,690 U.S. adults
surveyed online July 3-11 by Harris
Interactive.
