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Out Of  State G/L Couples Can
Now Mar ry In Massac husetts
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TUCSON (Observer Update) - Mon-
day, August 4 was the deadline for
people in Arizona to be registered to
vote in Arizona’s primary election
which the polls will be open Tuesday,
September 2.

This election will determine
the party’s standard bearers for
various political offices from the
federal (Congressional) level to local
posts.

Unlike Arizona’s presidential
primary that took place on February 5,
this primary election is an “open” one,
meaning that registered indepen-
dents, others, or no party preference
are eligible to vote in this election by
requesting a party’s ballot either at the
polls or prior.

During this time, now until
September 2, candidates and cam-
paigns are trying to convince voters to
cast their ballots for their bid for office,
either at the polls or prior through early
voting which started on July 31.

With that mind, the Observer
has compiled a list of recommended
candidates for office (using state-
ments, position papers and voting
records), who are running in con-
tested elections, that the Lesbian,
Gay, Bisexual, Transgender (LGBT)
and HIV/AIDS communities will ben-
efit from if these individuals are
successful in their primary contest as
well as the November general elec-
tion.

For this list of recommenda-
tions, there are no Republicans to
recommend since it was the GOP who
hasn’t changed their tune on issues of
concern to the LGBT and HIV/AIDS

communities.

Case in point, Arizona’s Re-
publican led state Legislature spon-
sored and passed legislation placing
a proposed state constitutional
amendment to define marriage as “a
union between one man and one
woman” on the November general
election ballot despite current law
and court precedent.  When the GOP
becomes more open-minded and
supportive of issues of concern to the
LGBT and HIV/AIDS communities,
this publication will consider such
races but until then, here is the list for
the September 2, primary election.

Anti-L GBT Violence On  Rise , New Repor t Says
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BOSTON, MA (Observer Update) -
Massachusetts Gov. Deval Patrick
signed legislation Thursday (July 31)
allowing out-of-state same-sex couples
to marry in the Bay State.  “The law could
draw thousands of couples to Massa-
chusetts.” The bill, repealing a 1913 law
that said marriage licenses could not be
issued to couples whose weddings
would not be recognized in their home
states, cleared its final hurdle earlier this
week in the legislature, reported
pageoneq.com.

Patrick signed the legislation at
a noon ceremony at the State House.
The old law was originally passed when
interracial marriage was legal in Massa-
chusetts, but not in most other parts of the
country.

When the U.S. Supreme Court
overturned state bans on interracial
marriage, the Massachusetts law fell into
disuse. However, when the Massachu-
setts high court struck down the state ban
on same-sex marriage in 2003, then-
Gov. Mitt Romney (R) dusted off the old
law, threatening to charge local clerks if
they issued marriage licenses to out-of-
state same-sex couples.

In a 2006 challenge to the out-of-
state ban, the Supreme Judicial Court
upheld the law, but noted that since
Rhode Island did not have a specific law
defining “couple” in its marriage law,
Gays and Lesbians from that state could
marry in Massachusetts. Rhode Island
is believed to be the only state without a
definition of what constitutes a couple.
The court also said that the Massachu-
setts legislature could repeal the 1913
law. For the past two years, LGBT rights
groups and Gay-friendly lawmakers
worked to gather support for repeal.

Laws usually go into effect 90 days after
they are signed, but the repeal bill
contained a clause stating that it would
go into effect as soon as the governor
put his pen to it.

California, the only other state to
allow same-sex marriage, has no out-of-
state limitation, so Gay and Lesbian
couples from across the country have
been going there to wed. With same-sex
marriage opening up in Massachusetts
it is expected a large number of couples
from Eastern states will opt for Massa-
chusetts.

An analysis by the state Office
of Housing and Economic Develop-
ment found repealing the law would
draw thousands of couples to Massa-
chusetts, boosting the economy by $111
million, creating 330 jobs and generating
$5 million in taxes and fees over three
years.

The study assumes New York
would provide the largest number of
Gay couples - more than 21,000 couples
- with New Hampshire, New Jersey,
Connecticut, Vermont, and Maine bring-
ing the total to more than 30,000 in the first
three years after the ban was lifted.

NEW YORK CITY (Observer Update) -
The National Coalition of Anti-Violence
Programs said Tuesday that the num-
ber of violent crimes against LGBT
people is up significantly in 2008,
reported 365Gay.com.  The coalition
supports local LGBT organizations in
their work to end violence.

Since the February murder of 15
year-old Lawrence King and the brutal
beating of Duanna Johnson, there have
been at least 13 brutal and violent LGBT
hate crimes throughout the country. The
organization added that the reported
crimes only may be a small number of
the total, since many LGBT people are
reluctant to go to police, and many of the
attacks that are reported are not listed
by authorities as hate crimes.

The NCAVP said that the
growing hate crimes may indicate a
frightening trend of increases in both the
number and severity of anti-LGBT
violence.

“This is extremely disturbing
and saddening. We are witnessing what
appears to be an increase in both the
occurrence and severity of violence
motivated by racism, homophobia, and
transphobia,” said Sharon Stapel, Ex-

ecutive Director of the New York City
Anti-Violence Project.

Many of the incidents occurred
in late June and July, when LGBT
visibility is high during Gay pride
celebrations.

The report documents the fol-
lowing reported incidents:

June 18, Memphis, Tenn. Po-
lice security camera footage is obtained
and released by the attorney for a
Transgender woman, Duanna Johnson.
The video shows Memphis Police
officers beating Duanna Johnson in the
booking area of a local jail. The beating
took place in February after Johnson
refused to respond when officers called
her “faggot” and “he-she.” One officer
punched her with handcuffs wrapped
around his knuckles, splitting her skull
open. He then maced her.

June 28, New York City. A Gay
man is harassed on a subway platform
and beaten on the subway after board-
ing at Christopher Street.

July 1, Memphis, Tenn. The
body of a Transgender, African-Ameri-
can woman, Ms. Whitaker, is found near

a daycare center.

July 2, Greeley Colo. Police
sergeant Kell Hulsey and his son Dan
Hulsey are accused of attacking a man
they perceived to be Gay, beating him
bloody with a bottle. A witness to the
attack said: “I heard him say ‘I’m a
Greeley cop and I’m a mean (expletive),’
and then he hit him.” Kell Hulsey then
allegedly fled the scene. He was put on
administrative leave but as of July 9, no
charges had been filed.

July 7, Queens, NY. Father
Braxton is beaten while protecting a
group of LGBT youth living at Carmen’s
Place, a shelter for homeless youth that
he coordinates.

July 12, Central New York. A
man who is a self-described neo-Nazi is
arrested for allegedly breaking into the
home of 65 a year-old Gay man at
midnight while he slept. The victim was
able to flee his home before it was
torched and completely destroyed by
the assailant.

July 17, Greeley, Colo. The
body of Angie Zapata, an 18-year-old
Latina Transgender woman is found.
She was beaten to death with a fire

extinguisher. 31-year-old suspect Allen
Andrade was arrested on July 31 and
charged with first degree murder as a
hate crime.

July 17, Dallas Tex. Jimmy Lee
Dean is beaten in an anti-Gay assault by
two men not far from his home. His
injuries were so severe that he was in
intensive care and could not be inter-
viewed or identified until July 22. The
suspect is not currently being charged
with a hate crime.

July 25, Upstate New York. A
man from out-of-state was visiting family
and was severely beaten by two men
who shouted anti-Gay slurs while kicking
him, breaking 10 bones in his face.

July 27, Knoxville, Tenn. Two
people killed and seven wounded in a
shooting that took place at a Unitarian
church. The shooting appears to be at
least partially anti-Gay motivated.

July 29, Staten Island, NY. A
large group of men verbally and
physically assaulted and then stabbed a
man they perceived to be Gay.

TUCSON (Observer Update) - It’s an
exciting time for LGBT-themed publish-
ing. More and more books reflecting the
strength, experience and vision of LGBT
people appear on the shelves of book
stores and libraries. What follows are
reviews of recent books released by the
LGBT Services Committee of the Pima
County Public Library.

Fire Logic by Laurie J. Marks.  In
the book Fire Logic by Laurie J. Marks,
the House of Lilterwess has fallen to the
invading Sainnites. The leader of the
land of Shaftal has died without passing
on the elemental power which had kept
Shaftal in peace and prosperity for
centuries, and the country is falling into
chaos. Emil, the soldier, must leave his
scholarly pursuits to return to war. Zanja,
the boundary-crosser of the Ashawala’i
people, must try to protect her people as

well as herself in an increasingly
dangerous and violent world. Karis the
half-giant possesses formidable earth
powers, but can she come out from
under the heavy hand of her addiction
long enough to see how she might use
them to protect all she loves? When
Zanja realizes that she loves Karis will
she get the chance to express it? A wall
of danger and war stands between
them.

This book portrays a society in
which relationships between women,
between men, and between men and
women are treated equally, and either a
man or a woman may fill any job, but the
effect of war on the people is at the
forefront of the action. This is a nuanced
book with many shades of gray which
explores how warfare changes a people
and what they must do so that they do not

become the invaders they hate. -
Reviewed by Shawn F.

Earth Logic by Laurie J. Marks.
The events in the book Earth Logic by
Laurie J. Marks take place a few years
after those in Fire Logic. It has now been
30 years since the Sainnite invaders first
set foot in Shaftal and there’s no
indication that they will be leaving. The
half-giant Karis and her tribe of friends
have experienced a few peaceful years,
but the tides of war are changing the land
again. Shaftal had been without a
G’deon, their true leader, for a genera-
tion. Plague is devastating the Sainnese
and Shaftali people alike, and the
Sainnites keep escalating the cost of the
war. Karis and her friends find them-
selves drawn into conflict with a group of
Shaftali fanatics who claim to speak for
the Lost G’deon of Shaftal and with
Sainnites who cannot imagine any path
but endless war, victory at any cost.
What will it take for a new path to be
forged for the war-torn land of Shaftal?

The fate of one of the major
characters in this book is quite mysteri-
ous and remains so throughout. The
conclusion is ultimately satisfying but a
long time coming. Perhaps, that particu-
lar line of events tipped a bit far into
symbolism. However, I found myself
turning over the many possible mean-
ings of the events long after I finished
reading the book. Earth Logic continues
the explorations begun in Fire Logic.
How does a person make moral
decisions in a time of war, and what is the
path to peace? The tribe of friends who
comprise the core characters of this
book continue to provide a path for
exploring many types of relationships
between people. - Reviewed by Shawn

WASHINGTON, DC-August 4, 2008-
Congresswoman Lucille Roybal-Allard
(D-CA) became the 100th Congres-
sional co-sponsor of the Uniting Ameri-
can Families Act (UAFA, H.R. 2221) on
August 1, reported out4immigration.org.

The UAFA is a bill before
Congress that would make a small
change to existing immigration law to
close a loophole barring Gay and
Lesbian Americans in committed rela-
tionships with foreign partners from
sponsoring their partner for a green
card. These same-sex binational
couples are denied the right that
opposite-sex couples have been af-
forded for decades - the right to legally
keep their families together in the United
States. “We need the UAFA to become
law because the United States does not
recognize same-sex relationships at the
federal level,” explained Michael Lim,
Vice President of the national grassroots
organization Out4Imigration. “Gay and
Lesbian couples are denied the protec-
tions of more than 1,100 federal laws that
come with a federally recognized mar-
riage - one of the most critical of these
being immigration rights.”

According to a Human Rights
Watch report, there are more than 36,000
committed same-sex binational couples
in the United States who would benefit
from passage of the UAFA. Many more
have been forced to live in exile - to
leave behind their extended family,
friends, community, homes and careers
- in order to be with the person they love

in one of the 18 countries that recognize
same-sex couples for immigration pur-
poses. Others, not having a safe
alternative country to go to, have been
forced to make heart-wrenching choices.
“No one should have to choose
between their partner and their country,”
said Lim. “But without legislation like the
UAFA in place, that’s exactly what’s
happening to Gays and Lesbians in the
United States. “Out4Immigration is en-
couraged that we now have 100 co-
sponsors of this legislation in the House
and 14 for the bill in the Senate (S. 1328),
but there is a lot more work ahead if
these bills are going to come up for a
floor vote. To those lawmakers sitting on
the fence with this legislation, we ask
them - if you were forced to choose
between your country and the person
you love, what would you do?”

UAFA was re-introduced in the
House and the Senate by Rep. Jerrold
Nadler (D-NY) and Sen. Patrick Leahy
(D-VT) in May 2007. It has been
proposed in Congress in every term
since 1999 (formerly as the Permanent
Partners Immigration Act). If it fails to
pass before the end of this Congres-
sional term, it will have to be reintro-
duced again in 2009. The legislation
would add three words to existing US
immigration law - “or permanent partner”
wherever the word “spouse” appears.
This would close the loophole imposed
by the federal government that does not
allow Gays and Lesbians to use the
word “spouse” to define their relation-
ship.
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ATLANTA, Georgia (Observer Update)
- The number of Americans infected by
the AIDS virus each year is much higher
than the government has been estimat-
ing, U.S. health officials reported, ac-
knowledging that their numbers have
understated the level of the epidemic,
reported the Associated Press on
rawstory.com.

The country had roughly 56,300
new HIV infections in 2006,  about a 40
percent increase from the 40,000 annual
estimate used for the past dozen years.
The new figure is due to a better blood
test and new statistical methods, and not
a worsening of the epidemic, officials
said. But it likely will refocus U.S.
attention from the effect of AIDS over-
seas to what the disease is doing to this
country, said public health researchers
and officials.

“This is the biggest news for
public health and HIV/AIDS that we’ve
had in a while,” said Julie Scofield,
executive director of the National Alli-
ance of State and Territorial AIDS
Directors.

Experts in the field, advocates
and a former surgeon general called for
more aggressive testing and other
prevention efforts, noting that spending
on preventing HIV has been flat for
seven years. The revised estimate by
the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention and the methodology be-
hind it were to be presented Sunday, the
opening day of the international AIDS
conference in Mexico City.

Since AIDS surfaced in 1981,
health officials have struggled to esti-
mate how many people are infected
each year. It can take a decade or more
for an infection to cause symptoms and
illness. One expert likened the new
estimate to adding a good speedom-
eter to a car. Scientists had a good
general idea of where the epidemic was
going; this provides a better understand-
ing of how fast it’s moving right now. “This
puts a key part of the dashboard in
place,” said the expert, David Holtgrave
of Johns Hopkins University.

Judging by the new calcula-
tions, officials believe annual HIV infec-
tions have been hovering around 55,000
for several years. “This is the most
reliable estimate we’ve had since the
beginning of the epidemic,” said Dr.
Julie Gerberding, the CDC’s director.
She said other countries may adopt the
agency’s methodology.

According to current estimates,
around 1.1 million Americans are living
with the AIDS virus. Officials plan to
update that number with the new
calculations but don’t think it will
change dramatically, a CDC spokes-
woman said. The new infection esti-
mate is based on a blood test that for
the first time can tell how recently an
HIV infection occurred. Past tests could
detect only the presence of HIV, so
determining which year an infection
took place was guesswork, upon
which the old 40,000 estimate was
based.

The new estimate relies on
blood tests from 22 states where health
officials have been using a new HIV
testing method that can distinguish
infections that occurred within the past
five months from those that were older.
The improved science will allow more
real-time monitoring of HIV infections.
Now, CDC officials say, the estimate
will likely be updated every year.
Yearly estimates allow better recogni-
tion of trends in the U.S. epidemic. For
example, the new report found that
infections are falling among hetero-
sexuals and injection drug users.

Some experts celebrated that
finding, saying it’s a tribute to preven-
tion efforts, including nearly 200 syringe
exchange programs now operating in
36 states despite a federal ban on
funding for such projects. But they also
lamented the CDC’s finding that infec-
tions continue to increase in Gay and
bisexual men, who accounted for more
than half of HIV infections in 2006. Also,
more than a third of those with HIV are
younger than 30. Some advocates say
that suggests a need for more preven-
tion efforts, particularly targeting
younger Gay and bisexual men.

For years, AIDS was consid-
ered a terrifying death sentence, and
since 1981, more than half a million
Americans have died. But medicines
that became available in the 1990s
turned it into a manageable chronic
condition for many Americans, and
attention shifted to Africa and other
parts of the world. President Bush
signed a $48 billion global AIDS bill to
continue a program that he called “the
largest commitment by any nation to
combat a single disease in human
history.”

But some advocates com-
plain that CDC’s annual spending on
HIV prevention in the United States has
been held to roughly $700 million since
2001, while costs have risen. (That’s
about 3 percent of what the federal
government spends on AIDS; much of
the rest is on medicines, health care
and research.)  The new estimate is
“evidence of a failure by government
and society to do what it takes to
control the epidemic,” said Julie Davids,
executive director of the Community
HIV/AIDS Mobilization Project.

Whether more funding comes
or not, the revised estimate clearly is a
“wake-up call to scale things up,” said
Dr. Kevin Fenton, who oversees CDC’s
prevention efforts for HIV/AIDS. Some
said more attention needs to focus on
prevention among blacks, who ac-
count for nearly half of annual HIV
infections, according to the new CDC
report.

A recent report by the Black
AIDS Institute concluded that if black
Americans were their own nation, they
would rank 16th in the world in the
number of people living with HIV. “We
have been inadequately funding this
epidemic all along. We need to step it

half that time I was far from Tucson and
home, living in conditions that would be
unacceptable to most anyone from the
“first world”;  I had placed myself in a
position that would  allow me only the
living conditions of the “third world”.
When I was away from Tucson, I lived
outdoors in the Mojave Desert.  Fortu-
nately, food still came from American
sources, medical care still bought and
paid for by fortuitous circumstance.  But
the time was long, the distance great and
the work arduous.

The end result has more to do
with the way we live now than with the
project that set us on this aesthetic.

Today I spend my time doing
mostly the things I have always dreamt
of.  There is a new little enterprise with a
new, smart partner.  There is a non-profit
in the works that will provide an avenue
for conservation and invention.  There is
a book in the works.  Then another....and
all of this is without the fears of failure or
economic insecurity that used to plague
me.

Of course, as in all things, I have
fallen for the idol of excess; I have been
away from home so much for so long that

my “passport” has been confiscated by
the other half of Petrol-Town’s residents.
I am homebound for the first time in
years, having had to go out into the
deserts and forests alone to find the
strength to work only for us and our
dreams.

There is plenty to do at home,
too; there is an Inca/Spanish throne-
room in the back yard, half-finished.  The
space it encloses is sacred to us, as it
will make our home a castle, giving us a
little desert paradise to burrow into while
we work and plan our schemes and
dreams.

Of course, my sentence of hard
labor at the homestead will be short-
lived; we will be holding court in the
throne-room by the Holidays.  Then it will
be back into the general work-force for a
little of the butter-and-egg money we all
need; but at a different pace, and
homebound has a pleasant ring to my
travel-weary ears.

To have left the mainstream for
hardship and risk, to throw the advise of
Wall Street out the window, was mad-
ness, of course.  What guarantee of
safety; how to live in a world of uncertain
and doubtful income?

Our answers turned out to be
easy.  We just quit paying more than we
had to for anything.  No more movies at
the mall; the “cheap” theater is close by
and quite acceptable.  No more
frivolous meals at expensive steak-
houses; I burn a better steak at home.
No more driving about willy-nilly, no
more suits from retailers, no extravagant
gifts without great need.  Our car gets 38
MPG.  We have no cable, no television
to taunt us with Calvin Klein and Cadillac
ads.  Our phones are all Crickets, our
Chiles are roasted at Food City and our
spices will come from the garden by fall.

At first blush, we may appear
insular.  Rather, our travel, our world and
our acquaintances have expanded;
when we aren’t busy chasing dollars we
spend our time chasing rainbows.

We are happier in our house
than I thought could ever be; the ability to
pursue whatever we choose has had it’s
effect.

We’re not in Kansas anymore,
Dorothy.

A Little Bit About T ri-Ess

A recent Newsweek article on
Lawrence King - —the cross-dressing
Gay 14-year-old fatally shot by a
classmate last February - has prompted
many accusations of “blaming the
victim.”

“The obvious: The murder of
Larry King was wrong.”

In it, author Ramin Setoodeh
asks, “How do you protect legitimate,
personal expression while preventing
inappropriate, sometimes harmful, be-
havior? Larry King was, admittedly, a
problematical test case: he was a
troubled child who flaunted his sexuality
and wielded it like a weapon - —it was
often his first line of defense. But his story
sheds light on the difficulty of defining the
limits of tolerance.”

And later: “For [many teachers
and parents] the issue isn’t whether King
was Gay or straight - —his father still isn’t
convinced his son was Gay - —but
whether he was allowed to push the
boundaries so far that he put himself and
others in danger. They’re not blaming
King for his own death - as if anything
could justify his murder - —but their
attitude toward his assailant is not
unsympathetic.”

Let’s start with the obvious. The
murder of Larry King was wrong. It’s
tempting, and maybe prudent, to end
there. Because anything else said,
particularly anything critical of King’s
behavior, will look like a “but”: “The
murder of Larry King was wrong, but…”
No, — the murder of Larry King was
wrong, period.

There is, however, more to be
said, not with a “but,” but with an “and.” So
here goes.

By most accounts, Larry King
was something of an obnoxious pres-
ence at school, engaging in behavior
that at least bordered on, and probably
crossed the line of, harassment. Assum-

ing these accounts correct, Larry King
should be blamed. Not for his own
murder, obviously, but for some of the
behavior that preceded it. He wasn’t
perfect.

Yet there are many complicat-
ing factors. First, it is unseemly to speak
ill of the dead, especially dead children,
most especially dead murdered chil-
dren.

Second, both King and his killer
Brandon McInerney came from rather
troubled backgrounds, and both were
merely kids - —factors that mitigate
responsibility generally.

Third, some of King’s obnox-
iousness was an understandable de-
fense mechanism against others’ cru-
elty. (For example: tired of being taunted
in the locker room, he got revenge by
ogling the boys as they changed
clothes.)

And fourth, any criticism of King
will strike some people as homophobic
or trans-phobic, as some of it certainly
has been. All of that said, one can
criticize bad behavior without in any way
suggesting that it warrants murder, much
less premeditated murder. Such may be
the case of Larry King.

The important thing now is not
blame; it’s learning from what happened.
Doing so requires a candid look at what
went on and why, with an eye to reducing
the likelihood of similar tragedies. In
assessing the case, Setoodeh focuses
on whether Larry was allowed to push
too far. He’s certainly correct that if
teachers had reined in some of King’s
misbehavior, he might well be alive
today.

Isn’t that blaming the victim? Not

in itself (though other aspects of
Setoodeh’s treatment are admittedly
troubling). To say that King’s misbehav-
ior was causally connected to his killing
is not to say that King was in any way
morally responsible for his killing. (Tech-
nically speaking, even King’s showing
up for school was causally connected to
his killing: had he not been there, he
would not have been killed as he was.) A
causal factor is not the same as a
justifying factor.

But King’s misbehavior wasn’t
the only causal factor, and we must be
careful not to ignore others. Among
these was teachers’ discomfort in
discussing GLBT issues, leading them
to feel a false dilemma between “We
need to let him express himself” and “We
need to prevent disruptive behavior.”

Freedom of expression never justifies
sexual taunting, Gay or otherwise, just as
sexual taunting never justifies murder.

Moreover, there was teachers’
failure to rein in other students’ harass-
ment of King - a causal factor Setoodeh
scarcely considers. There were other
factors as well, including troubled family
backgrounds for both youths, and
McInerney’s access to a gun. Had any
of these been absent, King might be
alive today. Most of all, let’s not forget
McInerney’s apparent belief that it’s
better to be known as a killer than
suspected as a homo. Why did
McInerney kill King? Perhaps the sim-
plest answer is that he was embar-
rassed by King’s sometimes unpleas-
antly expressed crush on him. His
“solution” was to shoot King in the head,
twice, as the latter was sitting quietly in an
eighth-grade classroom. And that was
wrong, period.

Young men and women, I
assure you there is absolutely no need,
whatsoever, to take such drastic mea-
sures.  Once again, you are in Tucson
where there is plenty of support and
direction for you to tap into.  Your parents,
family or friends will, after awhile, realize
that they are no more capable of
changing you than they are capable of
changing the face of some national
monument.

Some may never accept.  Most
unfortunate for them.  They lose out on a
person who has the strength to accept
himself or herself for who they are.  Tri-
Ess is interested in the more mature men
in town who need a safe environment to
express that ‘someone else’.  Men with

families who need a place and time that
will not interfere with the family are also
invited to call and participate.

With LDS
 Delayed

Indefinitely
SALT LAKE CITY, Utah (Observer
Update) - An August meeting between a
Gay Mormon support group and a
social service agency of The Church of
Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints has
been indefinitely delayed, advocate.com
reported.  In a letter sent July 23, Fred C.
Riley, the outgoing director of LDS
Family Services, said the matter would
best be handled by his successor, who
hasn’t been selected. LDS Family
Services is an arm of the Salt Lake City-
based denomination.

Riley was to hold the August 11
meeting at the request of church
president Thomas S. Monson. It was
seen by leaders of Affirmation, an
international support group for Gay,
Lesbian, and Transgender Mormons,
as a sign that church leaders were
becoming more open to Gay Mormons
and their families. Affirmation is not
affiliated with the church. ‘’We feel badly
about this but believe that for this to be
the best experience for all parties and to
ensure appropriate consistency and
continuity of the process, it would be best
to postpone the meeting until the new
commissioner is named,’’ Riley wrote to
David Melson, assistant executive di-
rector of Affirmation.

Melson said Affirmation regrets
the church’s decision to put the meeting
on hold. It was the result of a February
appeal to Monson to open dialogue
between the church and Gay members.
‘’We’ve now written to president Monson
and asked if another general authority
can be designated to meet with us,’’
Melson said. It’s unclear how soon the
meeting could be rescheduled. Melson
said he understood a replacement for
Riley could be picked in three to six
months.

MEXICO CITY, Mexico (Observer Up-
date) - A hormone better known for illicit
use among athletes can help treat
troublesome complications from the
AIDS virus, but with potentially risky side
effects, a small study found, reported the
Associated Press on pageoneq.com.
Low-dose injections of human growth
hormone, HGH, reduced fat deposits
around internal abdominal organs by
about 10 percent.

In addition, hormone shots low-
ered blood pressure and levels of blood
fats called triglycerides. But they also
resulted in elevated blood sugar levels.
HIV patients often develop fat deposits
and high levels of cholesterol, triglycer-
ides and blood sugar, which put them at
risk for heart problems. Doctors believe
this results from HIV drugs and a faulty
immune system caused by the infection.
Medicines can treat some of these
complications but fat buildups, which can
affect other parts of the body, are harder
to fix, although a healthy diet and lots of
exercise can help.

The study results show that
human growth hormone could be useful
for HIV patients with abdominal fat
accumulations and normal blood sugar
levels, although it’s “not a panacea,” said
study co-author Dr. Steven Grinspoon of
Massachusetts General Hospital. He
called the approach experimental and
said new AIDS drugs with fewer side
effects are needed.

While there were fewer side
effects with lower doses, Emory Univer-
sity AIDS expert Dr. Jeffrey Lennox called
the results “disappointing.” He said they
suggest that hormone shots have limited
use at best for treating HIV-associated fat
abnormalities. The study appears in the
Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation and was among reports pre-
sented at the International AIDS Confer-
ence in Mexico City.

TOPEKA, Kansas (Observer
Update) - Westboro Baptist
Church, known for its vocal
condemnations of homosexual-
ity, website GodHatesFags.com
and picketing of Gay pride
parades and funerals, has sus-
tained thousands of dollars in
damage after a fire early Satur-
day morning. Impromptu protest
followed as firefighters carried
out their response, reported
pageoneq.com.

“None of what they do is
going to stop us from delivering
our message,” said church coun-
sel Shirley Phelps-Roper of any
“cowards” that would have set
the fire on purpose, also saying
that it was the “most aggressive
act” towards the Phelps family to
date. “There is evidence that
hatred of our religion was the motivation,
in part at least,” states a “Civil Rights
Hate Crime Complaint” written by pastor
Fred Phelps Sr. to Attorney General
Michael Mukasey. In a recently re-
leased YouTube presentation, Phelps
also blames law enforcement, judges,
and the “filthy, fag-riddled military” for
what he considers an assault on his First
Amendment rights.

Meanwhile, a neighbor is sus-
picious that the fire is a hoax meant to
intimidate her into giving up her prop-
erty. “They keep claiming that this
property is theirs, and it is not theirs,”
said 91-year-old Leona McQueen.
“They keep wanting to buy me, but I
don’t want to sell it. I don’t know if whether
they are trying to push me out.”  “It’s a
ridiculous accusation,” Phelps-Roper
countered. “The fire was started by
someone as we slept. Thankfully the

lord our god (sic) keeps us in all our
ways.”

The cause of the fire has not
been determined. No picketing signs
were harmed.

LOS ANGELES, California (Observer
Update) - Pacific Gas and Electric
Company announced that it would
donate $250,000 to the No on Proposi-
tion 8 campaign, the Los Angeles
Times reports. Company officials also
indicated they would attempt to garner
support from other companies to defeat
the anti Gay  measure by assembling a
business advisory council on the
matter. Proposition 8 would amend the
state’s constitution to prohibit marriage
between same-sex couples.

“We are thrilled to partner with
PG&E,” Geoff Kors, executive director of
Equality California, said in a statement.
AT&T and Wells Fargo have donated
money directly to Equality California,
which is working to defeat Prop. 8.
Proponents of the measure have also
made major donations. LGBT advo-
cates called for a boycott of Hyatt hotels
in San Diego after owner Doug
Manchester poured thousands of dol-
lars into the effort to pass the marriage
ban.

Allan Hoffenblum, a GOP strat-
egist, told the Times that PG&E would

likely be unfettered by any organized
boycott since it monopolizes most of the
California market. “I can’t in outrage call
PG&E and say, ‘Cut off my gas,’” he
said, reported advocate.com.
