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SAN FRANCISCO (Observer Up-
date) — Lawyers in the first federal trial
to examine whether state bans on
same-sex marriages are constitutional
have submitted new written arguments
to the judge who will decide the issue.

Chief U.S. Judge Vaughn
Walker requested the briefs summariz-
ing the respective sides’ evidence to
help him prepare for closing argu-
ments.

In papers filed, lawyers for the
sponsors of California’s gay marriage

ban offered new twists on their claim
that allowing gay men and lesbians to
wed could undermine man-woman
unions.

The potential harms they cited
included giving bisexuals a legal basis
for pursuing group marriages and
unmarried fathers an incentive to aban-
don their children.

Lawyers for gay marriage sup-
porters argued that no evidence ex-
isted to back those claims. Walker
plans to schedule closing arguments in
the case sometime soon.
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WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - Following is a Q&A be-
tween reporters and Sen. Carl Levin of
Michigan, chairman of the Senate
Armed Services Committee, following
the hearing with Navy secretary
Raymond Mabus Jr., Chief of Naval
Operations Adm. Gary Roughead,
and Marine commandant Gen. James
Conway. Levin did not ask the
witnesses any specific questions
about placing a moratorium on “don’t
ask, don’t tell” discharges, which was
a main point of inquiry for him during
Tuesday’s hearing with the Army
secretary and service chiefs.

Question: Have you changed
your mind on the moratorium? Levin:
No, not at all.

Why did you ask Secretary
Mabus if he knew about Secretary
Gates’s efforts to constrain the num-
ber of discharges even before the law
is changed? Just curious to see how
widely known those efforts are and
what he can add to them.

Will there still be enough
support for a moratorium now that
some service chiefs have weighed in
against it? Apparently, the issue of a
moratorium has not been raised
internally [inside the Pentagon] —
Secretary Mabus said it was not
raised. I think it will become more
logical as the year goes on, as we
see what the implications are of two
things: one is the president’s decision
to try to end the program — as to
whether that is weighed in courts and
whether or not people are going to be
discharged at the same time the
program is being planned for termina-
tion.

It’s kind of hard, it seems to
me, to be discharging people once
the commander in chief says the
program ought to end. That’s a very
tough position to justify. That’s why I

think the moratorium is a great
approach because it doesn’t pre-
judge the outcome.

The commander in chief’s
decision is much more a prejudgment
in outcome than a moratorium is, so I
think it’s a logical way to address the
dilemma that you create if people are
going to be discharged pending an
assessment which is aimed at ending
a program which discharges them.

So I think there’s a real logic to
it and the only thing we’ll be waiting for
is a legal opinion as to whether there’s
legal problems for pending cases with
either the announcement of the presi-
dent or the possibility of a moratorium.
We need a legal assessment of that.

So to some extent you’re
saying that Secretary Gates is al-
ready trying to shrink down the
discharges ... How they’re able to do
that, we’ll have to wait and see, but that
is their goal — to reduce the number of
discharges. But it seems to me it’s a
real dilemma to be discharging people
after the commander in chief says
people shouldn’t be discharged. And
he’s going to try to figure out with this
assessment how you do that. It seems
to me that creates a real dilemma for
all of us as to how do you discharge
people if the president has decided
they shouldn’t be discharged.

Some people are concerned
that a vote on a moratorium would
preclude a vote on repeal.

That’s not my concern. My
concern would be that the vote on
ending “don’t ask, don’t tell” would be
defeated. You’ve got an assessment
under way, you’ve got a couple
service chiefs opposed to it maybe
altogether — I think there would be
great difficulty in succeeding to re-
peal.

I don’t favor going to vote if it’s
going to be defeated. I think that would
be a setback for those of us who think
the program should be repealed. It’s a
setback if we lose the vote.

I would much prefer if we
could get a moratorium. It’s just logical
to me — once the commander in chief
says people shouldn’t be discharged
for simply being gay, I think there’s a
real dilemma there. And as we think
about that during these coming months
before the markup, hopefully we’ll
lead people to see that the morato-
rium is an attractive position because
it doesn’t prejudge the outcome of the
assessment. If there’s going to be
discharges, it delays them. Hopefully
they won’t take place. But at least it’s
not a setback.

One thing I want to do is
advance the cause and not set it back.

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Observer
Update) - An unidentified U.S. senator
appears to have placed a secret hold
on the confirmation of openly gay law
professor Chai Feldblum and four
others to the Equal Employment Op-
portunity Commission (EEOC), reported
advocate.com.

All the nominations including
Feldblum’s were approved by a sen-
ate committee in December.

According to Lisa Keen of
Keen News Service, “There is no
indication in the Congressional Record
or the Senate Calendar as to who has
put the hold on the confirmation of
Feldblum and the others. While the
Congress recently enacted legislation
to make it harder for senators to
anonymously put such holds on confir-
mations and bills, there are still ways in
which they can do so.”

Keen reports that Sen. Richard
Shelby of Alabama put a hold on more
than 70 nominations last month to
leverage support for defense contracts
for his state. However, he claims he
removed all but a few of the holds,

which remain unidentified but relate to
national security, he says.

A spokesman for Senate Ma-
jority Leader Harry Reid told Keen that
Reid is “working to get an agreement”
with Republicans on the nomination of
Feldblum and other EEOC appointees.

NEW YORK (Observer Update) -
Harry Potter star Daniel Radcliffe
filmed a public service announcement
on Friday for The Trevor Project, an
organization focused on preventing
suicide among gay, lesbian, bisexual
and transgendered adolescents
through a 24-hour helpline service.

Radcliffe explained that be-
cause his parents were both actors, he
was raised around many gay people
and felt that he was in a unique position
to speak out. “Straight people are
incredibly interested and care a lot

about [gay suicide prevention] as
well,” Radcliffe said. The PSA is set to
air this spring.

The Trevor Project was
founded in the late ’90s by three
filmmakers responsible for the 1994
Academy Award winning Trevor, a
tragicomic short film about a gay 13-
year-old boy that attempts suicide. It is
currently the only American organiza-
tion that offers a round-the-clock
helpline for troubled LGBTQ youth. For
more information visit
thetrevorproject.org/.

BEVERLY HILLS, CA (Observer Update) -  Less than a year after
dethroned Miss California USA Carrie Prejean stirred up controversy with her
remarks against gay marriage, a similar war of words is brewing in Beverly
Hills.

Beverly Hills Mayor Nancy Krasne said she is outraged over a Miss
California USA contestant who is claiming to represent the city in the upcoming
pageant and who spoke out against same-sex marriage in recent media
interviews. Krasne said in a statement that 23-year-old Lauren Ashley does
not live in Beverly Hills or represent the city in any capacity. Krasne said she
was shocked to see statements made by a beauty pageant contestant under
the name of Beverly Hills, “which has a long history of tolerance and respect.”
Ashley recently told Fox News and other media outlets that same-sex mar-
riage goes against God and the Bible.

Keith Lewis, a K2 Productions stage director for the Miss California
USA pageant, told the Los Angeles Times that contestants choose the area
they represent and Ashley chose to compete as Miss Beverly Hills in Novem-
ber 2010. A phone listing for Ashley could not be found. Krasne said the city
has contacted Miss California USA pageant officials to determine ways to
formally prevent any beauty contestants from claiming the title of Miss Beverly
Hills in the future.

Ashley’s comments came just months after Prejean, the former Miss
California USA 2009, reached a confidential settlement with pageant organiz-
ers on dueling lawsuits over her outspoken stance against gay marriage.

LOS ALTOS (Observer Update) - Mormons and LGBT supporters
gathered to honor the memory of Henry Stuart Matis, a gay Mormon who
committed suicide at a regional Mormon center in the city 10 years ago.
Matis, who shot himself outside the center on February 25, 2000, left a note
explaining that “for the first time in over 20 years, I am free from my pains,
reported advocate.com.

“As I believed that I was a Christian, I believed that I could never be
gay,” he wrote. “Perhaps my death ... might become the catalyst for much
good ...

“The best way to honor Stuart, and avoid causing further hurt and grief
to his family, is to take the time and effort to understand the difficult struggle the
men and women who deal with this issue are going through, one by one, one
person at a time,” Matis’s parents wrote in a statement. “As those who knew
Stuart best, we can say with confidence that this is what Stuart would truly have
wanted.”

Each year, in mid-June, I
cover an event for the local paper
called the Islandwide Blood Drive,
which raises money for Anna Maria
Island, Fla., nonprofits and helps
stock the blood supply.

Each year, people at the
drive ask me whether I’m donating,
and I tell them, “No, I can’t.” I don’t
meet the eligibility requirements,
which state that a person must weight
at least 110 pounds. That require-
ment exists to protect me, the donor.

There are other require-
ments, most of them mandated by
federal regulation and said to exist to
protect a recipient of donated blood.
One of those requirements, the ban
against gay and bisexual men donat-
ing blood, is antiquated. And it is
harmful to the men turned away and
for a medical system that relies
heavily on donor supply.

In 1985, the U.S. Food and
Drug Administration instituted a rule
banning any man who has had sex
with other man from donating blood
since 1977. That’s a lifetime ban,
regardless of HIV status, regardless
of one’s relationship status, regard-
less of one’s frequency of sexual
activity or the believed exposure risk
in the sexual activity.

In late February, the Gay
Men’s Health Crisis released “A
Drive for Change: Reforming U.S.
Blood Policies,” which offers a history
of the rule, efforts to change the rule
and an analysis of its impact.

In 1985, when the rule was
enacted, it was a response to a virus
that doctors and researchers knew
little about or certainly not enough
about, a virus that was relatively new
and frightening and proving deadly.
The rule was, in those early years of
the HIV/AIDS epidemic, a public
health effort to protect patients refus-
ing blood transfusions from contract-
ing HIV.

But much has changed since
then with regard to HIV and AIDS, and
advances in the screening of blood
supplies make the chance of receiv-
ing a unit of HIV infected blood one in
1.5 million, according to GMHC. All
blood is tested after donation — the
labs don’t rely on a donor’s response
to a 48-question questionnaire.

So what does that mean?

That means federal authori-
ties have decided it is OK for a
heterosexual person who engaged
in sexual activity with an HIV-positive
person 366 days ago to donate
blood today.

That means that a man who
paid a woman for sex a year ago can
donate blood today, just as a woman
who paid a man for sex a year ago
can donate — provided she’s 110
pounds or more.

But authorities resist lifting
the ban against a gay donor, even if
he last engaged in sexual activity with
an HIV-negative man 3,666 days ago
or 7,320 days ago.

GHMC called for change —
not its first call — with its 51-page
report that presents a convincing
argument that the only reason the rule
remains is because of a bias against
gay and bisexual men.

“It is time for the FDA to join
the growing consensus favoring re-

form of blood donation policies for gay
and bisexual men, and implement
reforms that allow gay and bisexual
men to donate blood while improving
the overall safety of the American
blood supply,” the report states.

GHMC proposed a framework
for reforming donor policy that it
summarized as DONATE:

• Decreased risk to blood
donation recipients of accidental HIV
transmission.

• Objective risk factors as
primary basis for blood donor policies.

• Non-discriminatory impact
on gay/bisexual men and other groups.

• Awareness-raising of HIV
prevention and transmission risks.

• Technology-driven donor
screening and blood screening proce-
dures.

• Expansion of safe, eligible
blood donor pool.

With this framework, with a
different administration and with calls
for change coming from HIV special-

ists, public health experts and a
number of organizations that exist
to respond to public crisis (includ-
ing the influential American Red
Cross), maybe change is ahead,
perhaps a lifetime ban will be no
more.

In 2011 — 2010 seems too
soon for government action —
maybe I’ll walk into the hall where
the Islandwide Blood Drive takes

place to interview donors. And maybe to the
first person who asks me, “Are you
donating?” I’ll reply, “I can’t. Don’t weigh
enough. But my gay buddy here has his
sleeve rolled up.”

Then again, I’ll be another year
closer to 50, and maybe exceeding that
110-pound minimum. So ...

WASHINGTON, D.C.
(Observer Update) - The
people behind the new gay
newspaper DC Agenda have
acquired the assets of the
now-defunct Washington
Blade for $15,000, including
trademark rights, name
usage, and a 40-year
archive, advocate.com
reported.

“We are relieved that
the Blade’s long history of
quality, award-winning
journalism will be preserved
and accessible to the
public,” Lynne Brown, an
official of Brown Naff Pitts
Omnimedia and publisher of
DC Agenda, said in a press
release.

Brown Naff Pitts
Omnimedia owns the DC
Agenda and is run by Brown,
Kevin Naff, the Blade’s former
publisher, and Brian Pitts, the
Blade’s former senior sales
executive. As far as DC Agenda
retaking the Washington Blade
name, Naff says, “We haven’t
decided yet.”  After the Blade
ceased publication in November
2009 over financial issues
related to its owner, Window
Media, the three executives
launched DC Agenda, which
began publishing that same
month on a weekly basis. Brown
Naff Pitts Omnimedia purchased
the Blade’s assets from a
bankruptcy court representing
Window Media’s properties.

HARRISBURG (Observer Up-
date) - A Pennsylvania appellate court
has rejected a 25-year-old legal prece-
dent and ruled that a parent’s homo-
sexual relationship cannot be used
against the parent in determining child
custody, the AP reported.

The eight-judge Superior Court
panel issued its decision last month in
a custody battle between a mother and
father who were identified only by their
initials.

It also reversed the lower court
ruling that awarded the father primary
custody of their daughter, and granted
the appeal of the mother to continue
shared custody. In doing so, the judges
said a 1985 Superior Court decision

that said a parent must prove that their
gay relationship is not detrimental to
the child.

That presumption “is based
upon unsupported preconceptions and
prejudices _ including that the sexual
orientation of a parent will have an
adverse effect on the child, and that the
traditional heterosexual household is
superior to that of the household of a
parent involved in a same sex relation-
ship,” Judge Christine Donohue wrote
in the Jan. 21 opinion.

The state Supreme Court also
advises against relying on presump-
tions in deciding child custody cases
between the parents, Donohue wrote.
The trial judge _ who was not identified
_ had relied, in part, on the 1985 case. In

it, the Superior Court rejected a
woman’s contention that sexual ori-
entation should not be a consider-
ation in a custody determination,
Donohue wrote.

A three-member panel, vot-
ing 2-1, dismissed the notion that a
“homosexual relationship could ever
be the equal of the traditional family
as a suitable family arrangement,
and indicated that it was ‘inconceiv-
able’ that a child could be exposed
to a homosexual relationship ‘and
not suffer some emotional distur-
bance, perhaps severe,’” Donohue
wrote. The father is a sergeant in a
police department in suburban Har-
risburg and the mother is a state
police lieutenant, according to the
court.

AUSTIN (Observer Update) -
Hundreds of people in Austin, Texas
marched behind a banner that read
“Austin March Against Hate” as they
walked from a downtown gay bar to city
hall, the Austin Statesman reports.

The march route retraced the
path two gay men, Emmanuel Winston
and Matthew Morgan, took last week-
end when they were attacked in what
appears to be an antigay assault. The
men said they were wearing jerseys
from the “Shady Ladies” gay softball
team and that the attackers used slurs

about their sexual orientation, re-
ported advocate.com.

“Ignorance is not the way.
Fear is not the answer. Love will
conquer hate, Winton told the crowd .
“Hate will not be tolerated, and we
will not be silenced.” Police chief Art
Acevedo, who attended the rally,
said it was up to prosecutors to
decide whether there was enough
evidence to charge the four suspects
with a hate crime. No arrests have yet
been made.

The next weeks promises to
be interesting ones for entertainment.
First, The Rogue Theatre is present-
ing 3 one act plays by Samuel
Beckett.  Beckett is an icon of 20th
century theatre.  He was  awarded
the 1969 Nobel Prize for Literature for
a worldview that reaches “the utmost
bounds of suffering to discover that
compassion has no bounds.”  This
evening of short plays offers three
darkly comic journeys into the poetic
and ironic world of one of Ireland’s
greatest writers.

Samuel Beckett is a feast for
the mind.  But not the reasoning mind
that we use to steer us through the
everyday world.  He touches some-
thing in us more primal, more mysteri-
ous, more wonderful.  Exploring his
world of eccentric characters, absurd
situations and darkly comic words
has been quite a powerful experi-
ence for members of the Rogue
Theatre’s cast.  Though the dilem-
mas in which his characters find
themselves embroiled are often
extreme and ridiculous, they repre-
sent very real questions for us as
human beings and make us empa-
thize with their struggles – often as
we’re laughing at their situation.

Doctor Sees P otential End T o
AIDS Epidemic

NEW YORK, NY (Observer
Update) - Citibank has backpedaled,
apologizing for blocking an account
for a Web business that employees
claimed had “objectionable content.”

Jason Goldberg discovered
he was blocked from accessing an
account for his Web site, fabulis.com.
According to a blog on his site, he
was told by a Citibank employee that
a review of his site determined the
“content was not in compliance with
Citibank’s standard policies.”
Goldberg notes on his blog he is
unsure what part of his site is
offensive. His site says it is a
“network that connects gay men with
amazing experiences down the block

and around the world.” It contains
videos of gay men sharing why they
think they are “fabulis.”

Goldberg received an e-mail
apology from Citibank. In the letter
posted on Goldberg’s blog, a Citibank
executive wrote, “I truly regret any
unintended message that my employ-
ees may have conveyed about your
new business venture.  I place great
value on your business and assure you
that Citi is committed to the gay,
lesbian, bisexual and transgender
communities.”

Goldberg is currently mulling
whether to stay with Citibank, according
to his blog.

CAPE TOWN (Observer Up-
date) - A doctor in South Africa is
pushing a radical new idea that he
believes will wipe out the AIDS
epidemic in 40 years, reported
advocate.com.  Brian Williams of the
South African Centre for Epidemio-
logical Modeling and Analysis be-
lieves that by testing every person at
risk of HIV/AIDS and prescribing anti-
retroviral treatment (ART) for all
patients with HIV will stop the spread
of new infections in five years. In the
next few decades, Williams believes
the treatment will wipe out the
epidemic.

“Our immediate best hope is
to use ART not only to save lives but
also to reduce transmission of HIV. I
believe if we used ART drugs we
could effectively stop transmission of
HIV within five years,” Dr Williams
said. “It may be possible to stop HIV
transmission and halve AIDS-related

TB within 10 years and eliminate both
infections within 40 years,” he told the
American Association for the Advance-
ment of Science in San Diego, Califor-
nia, according to an article in The
Independent.

Using anti-retroviral treatment
“dramatically lower the concentration
of HIV within a person’s bloodstream,”
according to the article. It protects
patients from AIDS and reduces the
ability to spread the virus to other
people.

“The problem is that we are
using the drugs to save lives, but we
are not using them to stop transmis-
sion,” Williams said. “The concentra-
tion of the virus drops 10,000 times [with
ART] … This probably translates into a
25-fold reduction in infectiousness. But
if you did this it would be enough
essentially to stop transmission.”

ANNAPOLIS (Observer Up-

date) - Maryland Attorney General
Doug Gansler anounced that Mary-
land could recognize gay marriages
performed in other jurisdictions – like
Washington, DC – where they were
legal.

The announcement doesn’t
make the recognition of gay mar-
riages a reality, however.  That would
only come if the Maryland General
Assembly enacted legislation; the
Court of appeals ruled to allow it; or
through the regulations of state
agencies. If Maryland enacted such
legislation, it would join New York as
states that give full legal rights to gay
couples married elsewhere, but don’t
allow couples to marry within their
own borders.

“Although today’s long-
awaited opinion by Maryland Attor-
ney General Douglas Gansler won’t
erase many of the inequalities same-
sex couples in Maryland face, it is
certainly a positive development on
the road to marriage equality,” said
Human Rights Campaign President
Joe Solmonese.  “Today’s opinion
by the Maryland Attorney General
only continues to further highlight the
burdensome patchwork of unequal
laws same-sex couples face across
the country.  With every step that is
taken in the progress towards full
equality, it becomes more and more
obvious that separate is not equal

and marriage by any other name is not
marriage.”

With Washington, D.C. poised
to begin accepting marriage applica-
tions from same-sex couples on March
3, 2010, when the Congressional review
period ends, recognition of same-sex
marriages would have a significant
practical meaning for many same-sex
couples in Maryland.

Five states recognize mar-
riage for same-sex couples under state
law: Massachusetts, Connecticut, Iowa,
Vermont, and New Hampshire.  Five
states—California, New Jersey, Or-
egon, Washington, and Nevada—plus
Washington, D.C. provide same-sex
couples with access to the state level
benefits and responsibilities of mar-
riage, through either civil unions or
domestic partnerships.

Hawaii, Colorado, Maine, Mary-
land and Wisconsin provide same-sex
couples with limited rights and benefits.
New York, and Washington, D.C.
recognize marriages of same-sex
couples validly entered into outside of
the jurisdiction.  California recognized
marriage by same-sex couples be-
tween June and November of 2008,
before voters approved Proposition 8.
Couples married during that window
remain married under California law,
